Guiding Principles for Admission in Undergraduate and 
Postgraduate Classes of Government/Non-Government Colleges of 

Chhattisgarh  

Session 2018-19 

1. Use :- 

1.1 These guiding principles will be applicable in all the government/non-
government colleges of Chhattisgarh, read with the provisions of Ordinance No. 6 
and 7 under Chhattisgarh University Act-1973 and all the principals will ensure 
their compliance. 

1.2 Government and non-government colleges will have to strictly follow the rules 
of admission. “Entry means the first year or first semester of the undergraduate 

class and the first or first semester of the post-graduate class. 

2. Date of admission :- 

2.1 Submission of application form for admission:- 

The application form prescribed by the Principal for admission in the college will 
be submitted by the applicant along with all the certificates to the college by the 
prescribed date. Information about the last date for submission of application forms 
for admission to various classes will be posted on the notice board by the Principal 
of the college at least seven days in advance. In case the marksheet is not provided 
by the Board/University for admission, applications should be submitted without 
the marksheet after getting certified by the concerned Principal of the previous 
institution. 

2.2 Setting the last date for admission:- 

Except in the case of transfer, the Principal will be able to give admission till 15th 
July himself and with the permission of the Vice Chancellor till 31st July (the date 
of admission in the first year of graduation will start from 01st June and for other 
classes from 16th June). Result of the examination will be declared late. In case of 
late declaration of results , the last date of admission will be valid till 10 days from 



the date of receipt of the examination result in the college or till 15 days from the 
date of declaration of the examination result by the University/Board, whichever is 
earlier. Mentioned in paragraph 5.1 (a), on transfer of employees, their sons and 
daughters seeking admission after the last date of admission should be given 
admission during the session only if the place is vacant, but for this, proof of joining 
by the employee is required - Admission will be granted only if the letter is 
submitted and the applicant gets admission in another college before the last date 
fixed for admission. 

Explanation:- 

Applicant "A" had taken admission in a class as per rules in a college at some other 
place (A). After that, his guardian got transferred to place “B”, now he wants to 

take admission in a college of this place (B), he will be given admission only if 
there is a vacancy. The applicant“B”did not take admission in college where his 
father was posted but as soon as his father was transferred,(B) wants to take 
admission in some college. So now the deadline for admissionApplicant (B) cannot 
be given admission after the date has passed. 

2.3 Fixing the last date of admission for the students passed in revaluation:- 

Students who have passed the revaluation of other Faculties other than the Faculty 
of Law will be eligible for admission if they fall in the merit list after the 
permission of the Vice Chancellor of the concerned University, within 15 days of 
the declaration of the results of the revaluation. But even if there is eligibility for 
admission in the classes of Law Faculty on the basis of merit, admission will be 
given only if there is vacancy in the college. Students who have passed revaluation 
in class 12th will also be eligible for regular admission if seats become vacant. 

3. Determination of admission number :- 

3.1Based on the resources available in the colleges and seating arrangements in the 
classrooms, equipment available in the laboratory/usable materials and availability 
of staff etc., students will be given admission for different classes as per the student 
number (seats) given earlier. If Principal want to increase the number of seats for 
admission in College, then he should send its proposal to the Directorate of Higher 
Education by 30th April and “admission will be done as per the increased seats only 
after getting permission from the Directorate of Higher Education/Higher Education 
Department." 

 



3.2 According to the criteria set by the Bar Council, only a maximum of 80 students 
should be given admission per section (maximum 4 sections) in the first, second 
and third year classes of Law Graduation on the basis of merit.The subject/subject 
group of teaching has been determined for each class by the affiliated 
university/autonomous college. Principals will give admission to the applicants in 
each class as per the prescribed admission number in the same prescribed subject 
group in their colleges. 

4. Admission List:- 

4.1 While giving information about the last date fixed for depositing the admission 
fee, the principal will put up on the notice board the list of marks obtained in the 
qualifying examination of the students selected for admission and the total marks 
obtained by paying surcharge where surcharge is payable, along with the percentage 
marks. 

4.2 Permission to deposit the admission fee will be given only after the copies of 
the necessary attached certificates are certified by the admission committee by 
matching them with the original certificates and the original copy of the transfer 
certificate is submitted. Immediately after granting admission, the transfer 
certificate should be canceled by stamping “Admission granted”. 

4.3 Admission in the college will be valid only after depositing the prescribed fee. 
After admission, the original copy of the transfer certificate should be compulsorily 
canceled by putting a seal of cancellation on it. 

4.4 If there is vacancy in the declared admission list after the last date of submission 
of fee, late fee of Rs 100/- will be charged extra for non-official item for admission 
in all the classes as per rules, however, in such cases, admission will not be allowed 
after 31st July. 

4.5  Admission should not be granted on the basis of duplicate transfer certificate. 
In case of loss of transfer certificate, an FIR should be lodged by the student in the 
nearest police station. Admission can be granted only on receipt of the police 
station report and the authorized report from the previous admission institution 
which mentions the serial number and date of the original transfer certificate. For 
this, an undertaking should be taken from the student.  

4.6 Along with issuing the transfer certificate, the Principal of the college will issue 
a confidential report regarding whether the concerned student is involved in 
ragging/indiscipline/sabotage etc. Such confidential report will be sealed in a sealed 



envelope and sent to the Principal of the college where the student has applied for 
admission. 

4.7 According to the order number 2653/2014/38-1 dated 10.09.2014 of the 
Government of Chhattisgarh, Higher Education Department, "The state 
government, hereby, provides exemption from tuition fees to the graduate level girl 
students studying in government colleges from the academic night 2014-15" should 
be followed. 

5 Eligibility for admission:- 

5.1 Resident and Qualifying Examination:- 

(a) Original/permanent resident of Chhattisgarh, holder of permanent property in 
Chhattisgarh, State or Centre.Government employees, semi-government employees 
and employees of private limited companies, employees of nationalized banks and 
commercial organizations run by the Government of India whose posting is in 
Chhattisgarh. Only their sons/daughters and the displaced people of Jammu and 
Kashmir and their dependents will be given admission in government colleges. 
Even after giving admission as above, if there is vacancy in the seats, applicants 
who have passed the recognized board and qualifying examination of other states 
can be given admission on the basis of merit as per rules.  

(b) From an affiliated university or from schools recognized by the affiliated 
university, only those applicants who pass the qualifying examination will be 
eligible for admission in the college. 

(c) The applicant should be granted admission only after obtaining the eligibility 
certificate from the concerned university as per requirement. 

5.2Graduation level, regular admission:- 

(a) Applicants who have passed 10+2 examination are not eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of graduation. But applicants from Commerce and Arts 
faculty will not be given admission in Science faculty. A student who has passed 
B.Sc. (Home Science) first year from any faculty will be eligible for admission. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the first and second year examination at the 
graduation level will be eligible for regular admission in the second/third year of the 
same subjects respectively. There will be no eligibility for change of subject at the 
second graduation level. 



5.3 Post Graduate Level Regular Admission:- 

(a) B. Com./B.Sc.(Home Science)/B.A. Applicants who have passed graduation 
examination can get M.Com/M.Sc. respectively. Applicants who have passed B.Sc. 
(Home Science)/M.A. Previous /1st Sem and qualifying subjects are eligible for 
regular admission in M.Sc. /M.A.Previous. 

(b) Applicants who have passed postgraduate first year/first semester will be 
eligible for regular admission in postgraduate second year of the same subject. 
Under the semester system, applicants who pass the pre-qualifying examination will 
be eligible for regular admission in the next semester. 

(c) ATKT for postgraduate classes. (Allowed To Keep firms) Rules :- 

 1. It is mandatory for applicants who are eligible for provisional admission in the 
first semester of postgraduate to take provisional admission before the last date 
fixed for admission. 

2 ATKT in Post Graduate Third Semester as per the (Allowed To Keep Terms) 
rules, eligible applicants will be eligible for provisional admission in the next 
semester. 

5.4 Law Faculty Regular Admission :- 

(a) Applicants who have passed the graduation examination will be eligible for 
regular admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the Bachelor of Law examination will be eligible 
forRegular admission in first year L.L.M.  

(c) L.L.B. First Semester and L.L.M. Applicants who have passed the first semester 
examination are eligible for L.L.B. Second Semester and L.L.M. Will be eligible 
for admission in second semester. Similarly, the same process of admission will be 
applicable in third, fourth and fifth semester also. 

5.5 Minimum marks limit in the qualifying examination for admission:- 

(a) The minimum marks limit for admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws 
will be 45% (40% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste). And applicants who have 
obtained 55% marks (50% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste/OBC) in the first 
half of Post Graduation in Law will be eligible for regular admission. 



5.6 The provisions of the concerned institution will be effective on 
admission/operation in the courses approved by AICTE NOTE BAR COUNCIL OF 
INDIA/MEDICAL COUNCIL OF INDIA. 

6. Equivalent Examination- 

6.1 10+2 examinations of Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), Indian 
Council for Secondary Education (ICSE) and schools/intermediate boards of other 
states are equivalent to 10+2Board of Secondary Education examination. Principals 
can obtain the list of recognized boards from the affiliated universities. 

6.2 All theexaminations ofUniversities located generally in India which are 
members of the Association of Universities are considered equivalent to the 
examinations of the University of Chhattisgarh. The examinations of such 
universities (except IGNOU) which conduct distance courses but do not have 
permission from the state government are not valid. As per the instructions of the 
University Grants Commission, New Delhi, any university or educational institution 
outside the state of Chhattisgarh is not allowed to open study centers/off campuses 
etc. in the state of Chhattisgarh and give admission/grant degrees to the students 
and degrees/diplomas from such institutions are not recognized as statutory, will not 
be formally valid. 

6.3 The Principal should obtain from the Principal of the affiliated University the 
list of educational institutions of the University recognized by the affiliated 
University and the information about fake or unrecognized universities or 
educational institutions whose degrees are not valid, issued by the University 
Grants Commission from time to time. 

6.4 Applicants passed under NVEQF (National Vocational Educational 
Qualification Framework) started in 2012 should be given equal priority compared 
to other general subjects for admission to undergraduate level courses in 
universities and colleges. 

University commission grant semi-official ofLetterNo1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April, 
2014 – 

"As you are aware, the National Vocational Educational Qualification Framework 
(NVEQF) has been amended by the Ministry of Human Resource Development in 
the National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) notified by the Department of 
Economic Affairs, Ministry of Finance, has incorporated all the important features 
formulated in NSQF. As notified in NSQF, it offers certificates from Level 1 to 10, 



including Level 5 to Level 10 certificates from higher education and certificates 
from Level 1 to Level 4 relate to the field of school education. Pursuant to the 
NVEQF, which was launched in 2012, courses were offered to students by some 
school boards and under the NVEQF, students were awarded equivalent certificates. 
These students, under NSQAFlevel 4 will be able to complete 10+2 education with 
certified marks by the year 2014. The Ministry of Human Resource Development, 
Government of India has expressed apprehension that students who wish to take 
admission in any undergraduate course in universities and colleges and who had 
vocational subjects at 12 level will be at a disadvantage. Therefore, I request you 
that when students are trying to get admission in any other undergraduate courses in 
the university and college, then such subjects should be given equal priority 
compared to other general subjects, so that these students shall be provided 
opportunities for horizontal mobility." 

7. Admission of external applicants :- 

7.1 With the implementation of integrated curriculum in Graduate students 
B.A./B.Com./B.Sc./B.H.Sc. in Chhattisgarh, applicants who have passed the 
first/second year examination from any university/autonomous college of 
Chhattisgarh are eligible for admission in the second/third year respectively, but the 
applicants who have studied in the subjects/groups of subjects being taught in the 
affiliated university/autonomous college. Regular admission should be given only 
after checking whether the candidate has appeared in the previous examination. If 
necessary, eligibility certificate must be obtained from the university. 

7.2 Applicants who have passed 1st/2nd graduation level examination from 
universities/autonomous colleges located outside Chhattisgarh, pre-post graduation 
examination from other universities/autonomous colleges or 1st, 2nd, 3rd semester 
examination and 1st/2nd year graduation level examination of law affiliated to 
them. Regular admission should be given in the next class of the same 
subjects/subject group only after submitting the eligibility certificate from the 
universities. 

Students from outside the state will have to give an affidavit in the prescribed 
format. If any kind of false/incorrect information is found, the admission of the 
concerned student will be canceled and he will be denied admission in any 
university of the state. It is mandatory to get the documents submitted by applicants 
from other states certified by the concerned Board/University. 



7.3 Self-study applicants in science and other practical subjects and former students 
of the college may be allowed by the Principal to do only practical work by 
charging the prescribed fee till 30th November, if there is a vacancy. 

8. It will be mandatory for the students who are eligible for temporary 
admission to take temporary admission before the last date fixed for 
admission: - 

8.1 Regular applicants who have appeared in supplementary examination 
(compartment) in 10+2 and first/second year examination of graduation will be 
eligible for provisional admission in case of vacancy in the next class.  

8.2  In the Post Graduatesemester, supplementary/ATKT applicants shall be eligible 
for provisional admission. 

8.3 Applicants who have not completed the prescribed aggregate of 48 percent in 
the first and second year of law graduation or have obtained Supplymentary will be 
eligible for provisional admission in the next class. 

8.4 Applicants of Section 1 and 2 of Para 7 above will not be eligible for temporary 
admission.  

8.5 If they fail in the supplementary examination, the temporary admission of the 
students who have received temporary admission will be cancelled. If passed, 
temporary admission will be recognized as regular admission. 

(d) For admission in Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya, applicants above 25 years of 
age in the first year of graduation and 27 years in the first semester of pre-
graduation will be eligible for admission. 

(e) There will be a relaxation of 3 years in the age limit for Scheduled 
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Backward and/Women applicants except Law 
Faculty. There will be a relaxation of 5 years in the age limit for disabled 
candidates. 

9 Qualifications for Admission:- 

9.1 In case of getting admission in any faculty of any college/university teaching 
department, students will not be eligible for regular admission again in the same 
class of the same faculty in the next year. If any student has not taken regular 
admission in the class applied for in the previous session, then such applicant will 
not be considered ineligible for regular admission, he will only have to produce the 



original transfer certificate and an affidavit certifying that he has not taken 
admission earlier. Admission will be given on that basis only as per rules. 

9.2 Students against whom challan has been presented in the court or criminal cases 
are pending in the court with students/officers/employees in examination or in pre-
session, the Principal is authorized to deny admission to students who have serious 
allegations of misbehavior/ assault and who have not shown improvement even 
after warning. 

9.3 The Principal is authorized to cancel/deny admission to students accused of 
vandalizing the college and destroying college property. The Principal should 
constitute a committee for this and get the investigation done and the admission 
should be canceled on the basis of an investigation report. Such students should not 
be given admission in any government /non- government college of Chhattisgarh 
state 

9.4 Age limit for admission- 

(a) Applicants above 22 years of age in the first year of graduation and 27 years in 
the first year of post graduation will not be eligible for admission. Age will be 
calculated as of July of the applied year. The maximum age limit for admission in 
Diploma and Post graduate Diploma will be 27 years. The age limit for B.P.Ed and 
M.P.Ed will be 25 and 28 years. 

(b)Restriction of age limit will not be applicable for candidates sponsored and 
recommended by state government /ministry/office of the government of India and 
the institution controlled by them, students sent for studying abroad by Indian 
government or any foreign government and students studying in payment seat in 
foreign currency. 

(c) The provision of maximum age limit for admission in law stream is abolished.  

 

(d) For admission in Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya, applicants above 25 years of age in 
the first year of graduation and 27 years in the first semester of pre-graduation will 
be eligible for admission. 

(e) There will be a relaxation of 3 years in the age limit for Scheduled 
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Backward and/Women applicants except Law Faculty. 
There will be a relaxation of 5 years in the age limit for disabled candidates. 



9.5 A full-time government/non-government employee will not be eligible for 
regular admission in the college during his/her daily working hours. If the applicant 
applies for admission in a college after the daily duty period, admission will be 
given only after the applicant presents no-objection certificates from the employer. 

9.6 Students who have completed graduation degree in any faculty will not be 
eligible for regular admission in the courses of any other faculty. 

10.Determination of order for admission:- 

10.1 If there are more applicants than the available places, admission will be done 
in the following order.  

(a) Marks and percentage of qualifying examination for admission to 
undergraduate and postgraduate classes.If payable, then on the basis of total 
percentage marks obtained by adding surcharge and 

(b) There should be a provision for entrance examination in the affiliated 
university in the first year of law graduationas per the criteria set by the 
University. 

10.2 Separate merit lists will be prepared for unreserved and reserved categories. 

11. Priority for admission :- 

11.1 Basis of preference in first year Undergraduate/Postgraduate/Law classes, 
qualifying examination Passed regular/ex-regular candidates/self-study candidates 
will be placed according to the number of passed students.  

11.2 The basis of priority in the next graduation/post graduation classes will be in 
the order of regular/self-study students of the previous session passed in the 
qualifying examination/ex-regular passed/supplement received in one subject.  

11.3 Admission in the law stream for the next classes shall be first for the students 
who have passed the examination but students obtaining 48 aggregate shall be given 
preference, otherwise the order would be the same.  If there is no facility for study, 
they will be given admission on order basis. If seats remain vacant and they come in 
sequence, students from the entire state will be eligible for admission in the entire 
state. 

11.5 But the above provision will not be applicable for autonomous colleges, a 
student who has passed the postgraduate examination of one subject can be given 



admission in the postgraduate class of another subject only if there is a vacancy in 
the college. 

12. Reservation will be as per the reservation policy of Chhattisgarh 
Government as given below:- 

12.1Reservation of seats in admission in each academic session and its extension in 
any educational institution will be in the following manner, namely: 

(a) Thirty-two percent of the annual permitted strength in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Tribes. 

(b) Twelve percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Castes. 

(c) Fourteen percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch 
of study or faculty will be reserved for Other Backward Classes. 

 Provided that, where the seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes remain vacant 
on the closing date(s) due to non-availability of eligible students, the same shall be 
filled from among the eligible students from the Scheduled Castes and vice versa. 
 Provided further that notwithstanding the provisions specified in the 
foregoing proviso, if the seats reserved under clause(a), (b) and (c) remain vacant 
on the closing dates, they will be filled from other eligible students. 

12.2   

(1) Reservation of seats available under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A. 
12.1 will be determined vertically. 

(2) The percentage of horizontal reservation in respect of persons with 
disabilities, women, ex-servicemen/ex-servicemen, children of freedom 
fighters or other special categories of persons shall be such as may be 
prescribed by the State Government from time to time for the purposes of this 
Act be notified and this point is mentioned in clause (a) of 12.1. (b) and (c), 
as the case may be, shall be within the vertical reservation. 

 

12.3 3 percent seats will be reserved for the sons and daughters of freedom fighters. 
5 percent seats will be reserved for disabled category applicants. 



12.4 Out of the available seats in all classes, 30 percent will be reserved for girl 
students. 

12.5 If a candidate of reserved category is kept in the merit list as per rules in 
unreserved category open competition due to getting more marks, then the seats of 
reserved category will remain unaffected, but if such student belongs to any cadre 
like freedom fighter etc.If the seat in the cadre is also in that category, then this seat 
will be considered filled in that reserved category, the seats of the remaining cadre 
will be considered filled. 

12.6 If the percentage of reserved space is less than 1/2 then the reserved space will 
not be available. If it falls between 1/2 per cent and 1 per cent then the number of 
reserved space will be one. 

12.7 Jammu and Kashmir displaced people and their dependents should be given 
admission by increasing the seats by 5 percent and 10 percent relaxation will be 
given in the minimum marks. 

12.8 Reservation rules issued by the government from time to time should be 
followed. 

12.9 The provisions of reservation shown in paragraph 12.1 will be subject to the 
decision of the Honorable High Court Bilaspur. 

12:10 This instruction has been given in paragraph 129 (3) of the decision dated 
15.04.2014 passed by the Honorable Supreme Court in this regard to the 
transgender people in the case number: WP (C) 400/2012 National Legal Services 
Authority vs. Government of India and others. Provided that "We direct the Center 
and the State Government to take Steps to treat them as socially and educationally 
backward classes of citizens and extend all kinds of reservation in cases of 
admission in educational institutions and for public appointments," should be 
strictly followed.  

13Weightage :- 

Weightage will be given only for determining the ranking, it will not be used for 
attaining eligibility.Weightagewill be given only on the percentage of marks 
obtained in the qualifying examination. It is mandatory to attach all the certificates 
for weightage with the admission application form. The certificates 
brought/submitted later after the application form will not be considered for 



weightage, if more than one weightageis received, only the highest weightage will 
be given. 

13.1 NCC/NSS/Scouts 

The word Scouts should be read in the meaning of Scouts/Guides/Rangers/Rovers.  

(a) NSS/NCC. "A" Certificate 02 percent 
(b) Scouts who have passed NSS/NCC “B” Certificate and 

Second Step. 
03 percent 

(c) Scouts passing “C” Certificate or Third Step. 04 percent 
(d) Students representing the group in the state 04 percent 
(e) NCC under level directorate. Competition 05percent 
(f) NCC/NSS of Chhattisgarh in the Republic Day Parade in 
New Delhi. To the student participating in cutting edge

(g) Governor Scouts 10percent 
(h) President Scouts 10percent 
(i) Best NCC Candidate of Chhattisgarh 10percent 
(j) Cadets selected for NCC/NSS and migrating cadets 
participating in Youth Exchange Program between India and 
other countries.

(b) To the members of the team securing first, second or third place 12 percent 

(c) to the contestant representing the area     10 percent 

13.4 To the members of the selected and visiting group in the field of 
artScience/Cultural/Literary/under Youth or Science and Cultural Exchange 
Program between India and other nations    10 percent 

13.5 Chhattisgarh Government M.P. In national competitions organized by 
recognized sports associations: - 

(a) To the members representing the team of Chhattisgarh/M.P. 10 percent 

(b) To the members who obtained first, second and third place in  Chhattisgarh's 
team   12 percent 

13.6 To the displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir and their dependents01 
percent 

13.7 Special Incentive:- 

To promote NCC/sports in the interest of Chhattisgarh state and college, the best 
cadets of NCC at national level will participate in Olympiad/Asiad/sports 
competitions organized by Sports Authority of India at national and international 
level. Child students should be given direct admission in the classes for which they 
are eligible in the upcoming academic session without any ranking. 

(1) Such certificates will be sent to Questionnaire, Sports and Youth Welfare, 
Government of Chhattisgarh. 



(2) This facility will be available only to those candidates who have 
submitted their representation to the college within the prescribed time 
period. But to receive this type of facility second time, they will need to 
retrieve the achievement.  

13.8 For admission in the first year, certificates of up to the last four academic 
sessions at school level will be considered for weightage. For admission in the first 
year of postgraduate or law, certificates of up to the last three academic sessions 
will be considered for weightage. Certificates of previous session will be valid for 
weightage for admission in second, third year of graduation and second year of 
post-graduation. 

14Faculty / Subject / Group Change :- 

In the first year of graduation/postgraduation, the rank of order for the students who 
take admission by changing the faculty/subject/group of the qualifying examination 
will be determined by deducting 5 percent from their marks, weightage will be 
given on the reduced marks. After taking admission once in the first year of 
graduation/postgraduation in the college, change of faculty/subject/group during the 
current session is permitted by the college campus till 30th September or in case of 
delay in main examination result, from the last date of admission mentioned in 
clause 2.2. It will be given for 15 days only. This permission will be given only to 
those students whose marks are equal to or more than the students who got 
admission in the original merit list of the concerned subject/faculty. 

15. Research student:- 

Research students of PhD in government colleges will be given admission for two 
years. In case the library/practical work remains incomplete, the principal will be 
able to extend this time period to a maximum of 4 years on the recommendation of 
the supervisor. Students will apply in the prescribed application form.Regular 
admission will be granted only after depositing the prescribed fee after admission. 
For research students, the recognized professor supervisor posted in the college for 
PhD direction by the concerned university will carry out his/her work only as per 
the rules laid down by the university. If a teacher is working as a research student 
after taking study leave, then the approval will be given by the competent 
authority.The salary of the teacher will be drawn by the salary drawing officer only 
after receiving the attendance certificate and work progression report for three 
months.  



In case of transfer of the professor supervisor posted in the college, the 
research students can continue their research work in the institution from where 
their research applications was forwarded. After the completion of the research 
work, the management of the research work will be done and forwarded by the 
principals of the colleges.  

 

 

16. Note : - 

16.1 Fake certificate: If an applicant has got admission due to wrong information, 
deliberately hidden adverse facts, administrative or official carelessness, then the 
full responsibility for cancellation of such admission will be on the applicant. 

16.2 The Principal will have the right to cancel the admission of a student who 
remains absent continuously for one month or more without any proper reason, 
prior permission or information after taking admission. 

16.3 After admission, during the session, the Principal will have the right to cancel 
the admission or expel the student involved in the cases of indiscipline mentioned in 
paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3. 

16.4 In case the student leaves the college during the session after admission or his 
admission is canceled or expelled, no fee other than the reserved fund will be 
refunded to the student. 

16.5 If there is a need for clarification of the guiding principles of admission or 
guidance in any matter related to admission, the Principal will compulsorily give 
clear comments and opinions in the matter and obtain clarification/guidance from 
the Commissioner of Higher Education, Chhattisgarh, Raipur. No matter should not 
be sent only by writing forward. 

16.6 The authority to interpret the provisions mentioned in these guiding principles 
rests with the Commissioner, Higher Education Department. Chhattisgarh 
Government. Higher Education Department, Ministry will have the full right to 
change/amend/repeal/add these guiding principles from time to time.

Guiding Principles for Admission in Undergraduate and 
Postgraduate Classes of Government/Non-Government Colleges of 

Chhattisgarh  

Session 2019-20 

1. Use :- 

1.1 These guiding principles will be applicable in all the government/non-
government colleges of Chhattisgarh, read with the provisions of Ordinance No. 6 
and 7 under Chhattisgarh University Act-1973 and all the principals will ensure 
their compliance. 

1.2 Government and non-government colleges will have to strictly follow the rules 
of admission. “Entry means the first year or first semester of the undergraduate 

class and the first or first semester of the post-graduate class. 

2. Date of admission :- 

2.1 Submission of application form for admission:- 

The application form prescribed by the Principal for admission in the college will 
be submitted by the applicant along with all the certificates to the college by the 
prescribed date. Information about the last date for submission of application forms 
for admission to various classes will be posted on the notice board by the Principal 
of the college at least seven days in advance. In case the marksheet is not provided 
by the Board/University for admission, applications should be submitted without 
the marksheet after getting certified by the concerned Principal of the previous 
institution. 

2.2 Setting the last date for admission:- 

Except in the case of transfer, the Principal will be able to give admission till 15th 
July himself and with the permission of the Vice Chancellor till 31st July (the date 
of admission in the first year of graduation will start from 01st June and for other 
classes from 16th June). Result of the examination will be declared late. In case of 
late declaration of results , the last date of admission will be valid till 10 days from 



the date of receipt of the examination result in the college or till 15 days from the 
date of declaration of the examination result by the University/Board, whichever is 
earlier. Mentioned in paragraph 5.1 (a), on transfer of employees, their sons and 
daughters seeking admission after the last date of admission should be given 
admission during the session only if the place is vacant, but for this, proof of joining 
by the employee is required - Admission will be granted only if the letter is 
submitted and the applicant gets admission in another college before the last date 
fixed for admission. 

Explanation:- 

Applicant "A" had taken admission in a class as per rules in a college at some other 
place (A). After that, his guardian got transferred to place “B”, now he wants to 

take admission in a college of this place (B), he will be given admission only if 
there is a vacancy. The applicant“B”did not take admission in college where his 
father was posted but as soon as his father was transferred,(B) wants to take 
admission in some college. So now the deadline for admissionApplicant (B) cannot 
be given admission after the date has passed. 

2.3 Fixing the last date of admission for the students passed in revaluation:- 

Students who have passed the revaluation of other Faculties other than the Faculty 
of Law will be eligible for admission if they fall in the merit list after the 
permission of the Vice Chancellor of the concerned University, within 15 days of 
the declaration of the results of the revaluation. But even if there is eligibility for 
admission in the classes of Law Faculty on the basis of merit, admission will be 
given only if there is vacancy in the college. Students who have passed revaluation 
in class 12th will also be eligible for regular admission if seats become vacant. 

3. Determination of admission number :- 

3.1Based on the resources available in the colleges and seating arrangements in the 
classrooms, equipment available in the laboratory/usable materials and availability 
of staff etc., students will be given admission for different classes as per the student 
number (seats) given earlier. If Principal want to increase the number of seats for 
admission in College, then he should send its proposal to the Directorate of Higher 
Education by 30th April and “admission will be done as per the increased seats only 
after getting permission from the Directorate of Higher Education/Higher Education 
Department." 

 



3.2 According to the criteria set by the Bar Council, only a maximum of 80 students 
should be given admission per section (maximum 4 sections) in the first, second 
and third year classes of Law Graduation on the basis of merit.The subject/subject 
group of teaching has been determined for each class by the affiliated 
university/autonomous college. Principals will give admission to the applicants in 
each class as per the prescribed admission number in the same prescribed subject 
group in their colleges. 

4. Admission List:- 

4.1 While giving information about the last date fixed for depositing the admission 
fee, the principal will put up on the notice board the list of marks obtained in the 
qualifying examination of the students selected for admission and the total marks 
obtained by paying surcharge where surcharge is payable, along with the percentage 
marks. 

4.2 Permission to deposit the admission fee will be given only after the copies of 
the necessary attached certificates are certified by the admission committee by 
matching them with the original certificates and the original copy of the transfer 
certificate is submitted. Immediately after granting admission, the transfer 
certificate should be canceled by stamping “Admission granted”. 

4.3 Admission in the college will be valid only after depositing the prescribed fee. 
After admission, the original copy of the transfer certificate should be compulsorily 
canceled by putting a seal of cancellation on it. 

4.4 If there is vacancy in the declared admission list after the last date of submission 
of fee, late fee of Rs 100/- will be charged extra for non-official item for admission 
in all the classes as per rules, however, in such cases, admission will not be allowed 
after 31st July. 

4.5  Admission should not be granted on the basis of duplicate transfer certificate. 
In case of loss of transfer certificate, an FIR should be lodged by the student in the 
nearest police station. Admission can be granted only on receipt of the police 
station report and the authorized report from the previous admission institution 
which mentions the serial number and date of the original transfer certificate. For 
this, an undertaking should be taken from the student.  

4.6 Along with issuing the transfer certificate, the Principal of the college will issue 
a confidential report regarding whether the concerned student is involved in 
ragging/indiscipline/sabotage etc. Such confidential report will be sealed in a sealed 



envelope and sent to the Principal of the college where the student has applied for 
admission. 

4.7 According to the order number 2653/2014/38-1 dated 10.09.2014 of the 
Government of Chhattisgarh, Higher Education Department, "The state 
government, hereby, provides exemption from tuition fees to the graduate level girl 
students studying in government colleges from the academic night 2014-15" should 
be followed. 

5 Eligibility for admission:- 

5.1 Resident and Qualifying Examination:- 

(a) Original/permanent resident of Chhattisgarh, holder of permanent property in 
Chhattisgarh, State or Centre.Government employees, semi-government employees 
and employees of private limited companies, employees of nationalized banks and 
commercial organizations run by the Government of India whose posting is in 
Chhattisgarh. Only their sons/daughters and the displaced people of Jammu and 
Kashmir and their dependents will be given admission in government colleges. 
Even after giving admission as above, if there is vacancy in the seats, applicants 
who have passed the recognized board and qualifying examination of other states 
can be given admission on the basis of merit as per rules.  

(b) From an affiliated university or from schools recognized by the affiliated 
university, only those applicants who pass the qualifying examination will be 
eligible for admission in the college. 

(c) The applicant should be granted admission only after obtaining the eligibility 
certificate from the concerned university as per requirement. 

5.2Graduation level, regular admission:- 

(a) Applicants who have passed 10+2 examination are not eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of graduation. But applicants from Commerce and Arts 
faculty will not be given admission in Science faculty. A student who has passed 
B.Sc. (Home Science) first year from any faculty will be eligible for admission. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the first and second year examination at the 
graduation level will be eligible for regular admission in the second/third year of the 
same subjects respectively. There will be no eligibility for change of subject at the 
second graduation level. 



5.3 Post Graduate Level Regular Admission:- 

(a) B. Com./B.Sc.(Home Science)/B.A. Applicants who have passed graduation 
examination can get M.Com/M.Sc. respectively. Applicants who have passed B.Sc. 
(Home Science)/M.A. Previous /1st Sem and qualifying subjects are eligible for 
regular admission in M.Sc. /M.A.Previous. 

(b) Applicants who have passed postgraduate first year/first semester will be 
eligible for regular admission in postgraduate second year of the same subject. 
Under the semester system, applicants who pass the pre-qualifying examination will 
be eligible for regular admission in the next semester. 

(c) ATKT for postgraduate classes. (Allowed To Keep firms) Rules :- 

 1. It is mandatory for applicants who are eligible for provisional admission in the 
first semester of postgraduate to take provisional admission before the last date 
fixed for admission. 

2 ATKT in Post Graduate Third Semester as per the (Allowed To Keep Terms) 
rules, eligible applicants will be eligible for provisional admission in the next 
semester. 

5.4 Law Faculty Regular Admission :- 

(a) Applicants who have passed the graduation examination will be eligible for 
regular admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the Bachelor of Law examination will be eligible 
forRegular admission in first year L.L.M.  

(c) L.L.B. First Semester and L.L.M. Applicants who have passed the first semester 
examination are eligible for L.L.B. Second Semester and L.L.M. Will be eligible 
for admission in second semester. Similarly, the same process of admission will be 
applicable in third, fourth and fifth semester also. 

5.5 Minimum marks limit in the qualifying examination for admission:- 

(a) The minimum marks limit for admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws 
will be 45% (40% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste). And applicants who have 
obtained 55% marks (50% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste/OBC) in the first 
half of Post Graduation in Law will be eligible for regular admission. 



5.6 The provisions of the concerned institution will be effective on 
admission/operation in the courses approved by AICTE NOTE BAR COUNCIL OF 
INDIA/MEDICAL COUNCIL OF INDIA. 

6. Equivalent Examination- 

6.1 10+2 examinations of Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), Indian 
Council for Secondary Education (ICSE) and schools/intermediate boards of other 
states are equivalent to 10+2Board of Secondary Education examination. Principals 
can obtain the list of recognized boards from the affiliated universities. 

6.2 All theexaminations ofUniversities located generally in India which are 
members of the Association of Universities are considered equivalent to the 
examinations of the University of Chhattisgarh. The examinations of such 
universities (except IGNOU) which conduct distance courses but do not have 
permission from the state government are not valid. As per the instructions of the 
University Grants Commission, New Delhi, any university or educational institution 
outside the state of Chhattisgarh is not allowed to open study centers/off campuses 
etc. in the state of Chhattisgarh and give admission/grant degrees to the students 
and degrees/diplomas from such institutions are not recognized as statutory, will not 
be formally valid. 

6.3 The Principal should obtain from the Principal of the affiliated University the 
list of educational institutions of the University recognized by the affiliated 
University and the information about fake or unrecognized universities or 
educational institutions whose degrees are not valid, issued by the University 
Grants Commission from time to time. 

6.4 Applicants passed under NVEQF (National Vocational Educational 
Qualification Framework) started in 2012 should be given equal priority compared 
to other general subjects for admission to undergraduate level courses in 
universities and colleges. 

University commission grant semi-official ofLetterNo1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April, 
2014 – 

"As you are aware, the National Vocational Educational Qualification Framework 
(NVEQF) has been amended by the Ministry of Human Resource Development in 
the National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) notified by the Department of 
Economic Affairs, Ministry of Finance, has incorporated all the important features 
formulated in NSQF. As notified in NSQF, it offers certificates from Level 1 to 10, 



including Level 5 to Level 10 certificates from higher education and certificates 
from Level 1 to Level 4 relate to the field of school education. Pursuant to the 
NVEQF, which was launched in 2012, courses were offered to students by some 
school boards and under the NVEQF, students were awarded equivalent certificates. 
These students, under NSQAFlevel 4 will be able to complete 10+2 education with 
certified marks by the year 2014. The Ministry of Human Resource Development, 
Government of India has expressed apprehension that students who wish to take 
admission in any undergraduate course in universities and colleges and who had 
vocational subjects at 12 level will be at a disadvantage. Therefore, I request you 
that when students are trying to get admission in any other undergraduate courses in 
the university and college, then such subjects should be given equal priority 
compared to other general subjects, so that these students shall be provided 
opportunities for horizontal mobility." 

7. Admission of external applicants :- 

7.1 With the implementation of integrated curriculum in Graduate students 
B.A./B.Com./B.Sc./B.H.Sc. in Chhattisgarh, applicants who have passed the 
first/second year examination from any university/autonomous college of 
Chhattisgarh are eligible for admission in the second/third year respectively, but the 
applicants who have studied in the subjects/groups of subjects being taught in the 
affiliated university/autonomous college. Regular admission should be given only 
after checking whether the candidate has appeared in the previous examination. If 
necessary, eligibility certificate must be obtained from the university. 

7.2 Applicants who have passed 1st/2nd graduation level examination from 
universities/autonomous colleges located outside Chhattisgarh, pre-post graduation 
examination from other universities/autonomous colleges or 1st, 2nd, 3rd semester 
examination and 1st/2nd year graduation level examination of law affiliated to 
them. Regular admission should be given in the next class of the same 
subjects/subject group only after submitting the eligibility certificate from the 
universities. 

Students from outside the state will have to give an affidavit in the prescribed 
format. If any kind of false/incorrect information is found, the admission of the 
concerned student will be canceled and he will be denied admission in any 
university of the state. It is mandatory to get the documents submitted by applicants 
from other states certified by the concerned Board/University. 



7.3 Self-study applicants in science and other practical subjects and former students 
of the college may be allowed by the Principal to do only practical work by 
charging the prescribed fee till 30th November, if there is a vacancy. 

8. It will be mandatory for the students who are eligible for temporary 
admission to take temporary admission before the last date fixed for 
admission: - 

8.1 Regular applicants who have appeared in supplementary examination 
(compartment) in 10+2 and first/second year examination of graduation will be 
eligible for provisional admission in case of vacancy in the next class.  

8.2  In the Post Graduatesemester, supplementary/ATKT applicants shall be eligible 
for provisional admission. 

8.3 Applicants who have not completed the prescribed aggregate of 48 percent in 
the first and second year of law graduation or have obtained Supplymentary will be 
eligible for provisional admission in the next class. 

8.4 Applicants of Section 1 and 2 of Para 7 above will not be eligible for temporary 
admission.  

8.5 If they fail in the supplementary examination, the temporary admission of the 
students who have received temporary admission will be cancelled. If passed, 
temporary admission will be recognized as regular admission. 

(d) For admission in Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya, applicants above 25 years of 
age in the first year of graduation and 27 years in the first semester of pre-
graduation will be eligible for admission. 

(e) There will be a relaxation of 3 years in the age limit for Scheduled 
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Backward and/Women applicants except Law 
Faculty. There will be a relaxation of 5 years in the age limit for disabled 
candidates. 

9 Qualifications for Admission:- 

9.1 In case of getting admission in any faculty of any college/university teaching 
department, students will not be eligible for regular admission again in the same 
class of the same faculty in the next year. If any student has not taken regular 
admission in the class applied for in the previous session, then such applicant will 
not be considered ineligible for regular admission, he will only have to produce the 



original transfer certificate and an affidavit certifying that he has not taken 
admission earlier. Admission will be given on that basis only as per rules. 

9.2 Students against whom challan has been presented in the court or criminal cases 
are pending in the court with students/officers/employees in examination or in pre-
session, the Principal is authorized to deny admission to students who have serious 
allegations of misbehavior/ assault and who have not shown improvement even 
after warning. 

9.3 The Principal is authorized to cancel/deny admission to students accused of 
vandalizing the college and destroying college property. The Principal should 
constitute a committee for this and get the investigation done and the admission 
should be canceled on the basis of an investigation report. Such students should not 
be given admission in any government /non- government college of Chhattisgarh 
state 

9.4 Age limit for admission- 

(a) Applicants above 22 years of age in the first year of graduation and 27 years in 
the first year of post graduation will not be eligible for admission. Age will be 
calculated as of July of the applied year. The maximum age limit for admission in 
Diploma and Post graduate Diploma will be 27 years. The age limit for B.P.Ed and 
M.P.Ed will be 25 and 28 years. 

(b)Restriction of age limit will not be applicable for candidates sponsored and 
recommended by state government /ministry/office of the government of India and 
the institution controlled by them, students sent for studying abroad by Indian 
government or any foreign government and students studying in payment seat in 
foreign currency. 

(c) The provision of maximum age limit for admission in law stream is abolished.  

 

(d) For admission in Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya, applicants above 25 years of age in 
the first year of graduation and 27 years in the first semester of pre-graduation will 
be eligible for admission. 

(e) There will be a relaxation of 3 years in the age limit for Scheduled 
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Backward and/Women applicants except Law Faculty. 
There will be a relaxation of 5 years in the age limit for disabled candidates. 



9.5 A full-time government/non-government employee will not be eligible for 
regular admission in the college during his/her daily working hours. If the applicant 
applies for admission in a college after the daily duty period, admission will be 
given only after the applicant presents no-objection certificates from the employer. 

9.6 Students who have completed graduation degree in any faculty will not be 
eligible for regular admission in the courses of any other faculty. 

10.Determination of order for admission:- 

10.1 If there are more applicants than the available places, admission will be done 
in the following order.  

(a) Marks and percentage of qualifying examination for admission to 
undergraduate and postgraduate classes.If payable, then on the basis of total 
percentage marks obtained by adding surcharge and 

(b) There should be a provision for entrance examination in the affiliated 
university in the first year of law graduationas per the criteria set by the 
University. 

10.2 Separate merit lists will be prepared for unreserved and reserved categories. 

11. Priority for admission :- 

11.1 Basis of preference in first year Undergraduate/Postgraduate/Law classes, 
qualifying examination Passed regular/ex-regular candidates/self-study candidates 
will be placed according to the number of passed students.  

11.2 The basis of priority in the next graduation/post graduation classes will be in 
the order of regular/self-study students of the previous session passed in the 
qualifying examination/ex-regular passed/supplement received in one subject.  

11.3 Admission in the law stream for the next classes shall be first for the students 
who have passed the examination but students obtaining 48 aggregate shall be given 
preference, otherwise the order would be the same.  If there is no facility for study, 
they will be given admission on order basis. If seats remain vacant and they come in 
sequence, students from the entire state will be eligible for admission in the entire 
state. 

11.5 But the above provision will not be applicable for autonomous colleges, a 
student who has passed the postgraduate examination of one subject can be given 



admission in the postgraduate class of another subject only if there is a vacancy in 
the college. 

12. Reservation will be as per the reservation policy of Chhattisgarh 
Government as given below:- 

12.1Reservation of seats in admission in each academic session and its extension in 
any educational institution will be in the following manner, namely: 

(a) Thirty-two percent of the annual permitted strength in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Tribes. 

(b) Twelve percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Castes. 

(c) Fourteen percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch 
of study or faculty will be reserved for Other Backward Classes. 

 Provided that, where the seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes remain vacant 
on the closing date(s) due to non-availability of eligible students, the same shall be 
filled from among the eligible students from the Scheduled Castes and vice versa. 
 Provided further that notwithstanding the provisions specified in the 
foregoing proviso, if the seats reserved under clause(a), (b) and (c) remain vacant 
on the closing dates, they will be filled from other eligible students. 

12.2   

(1) Reservation of seats available under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A. 
12.1 will be determined vertically. 

(2) The percentage of horizontal reservation in respect of persons with 
disabilities, women, ex-servicemen/ex-servicemen, children of freedom 
fighters or other special categories of persons shall be such as may be 
prescribed by the State Government from time to time for the purposes of this 
Act be notified and this point is mentioned in clause (a) of 12.1. (b) and (c), 
as the case may be, shall be within the vertical reservation. 

 

12.3 3 percent seats will be reserved for the sons and daughters of freedom fighters. 
5 percent seats will be reserved for disabled category applicants. 



12.4 Out of the available seats in all classes, 30 percent will be reserved for girl 
students. 

12.5 If a candidate of reserved category is kept in the merit list as per rules in 
unreserved category open competition due to getting more marks, then the seats of 
reserved category will remain unaffected, but if such student belongs to any cadre 
like freedom fighter etc.If the seat in the cadre is also in that category, then this seat 
will be considered filled in that reserved category, the seats of the remaining cadre 
will be considered filled. 

12.6 If the percentage of reserved space is less than 1/2 then the reserved space will 
not be available. If it falls between 1/2 per cent and 1 per cent then the number of 
reserved space will be one. 

12.7 Jammu and Kashmir displaced people and their dependents should be given 
admission by increasing the seats by 5 percent and 10 percent relaxation will be 
given in the minimum marks. 

12.8 Reservation rules issued by the government from time to time should be 
followed. 

12.9 The provisions of reservation shown in paragraph 12.1 will be subject to the 
decision of the Honorable High Court Bilaspur. 

12:10 This instruction has been given in paragraph 129 (3) of the decision dated 
15.04.2014 passed by the Honorable Supreme Court in this regard to the 
transgender people in the case number: WP (C) 400/2012 National Legal Services 
Authority vs. Government of India and others. Provided that "We direct the Center 
and the State Government to take Steps to treat them as socially and educationally 
backward classes of citizens and extend all kinds of reservation in cases of 
admission in educational institutions and for public appointments," should be 
strictly followed.  

13Weightage :- 

Weightage will be given only for determining the ranking, it will not be used for 
attaining eligibility.Weightagewill be given only on the percentage of marks 
obtained in the qualifying examination. It is mandatory to attach all the certificates 
for weightage with the admission application form. The certificates 
brought/submitted later after the application form will not be considered for 



weightage, if more than one weightageis received, only the highest weightage will 
be given.

13.7 Special Incentive:- 

To promote NCC/sports in the interest of Chhattisgarh state and college, the best 
cadets of NCC at national level will participate in Olympiad/Asiad/sports 
competitions organized by Sports Authority of India at national and international 
level. Child students should be given direct admission in the classes for which they 
are eligible in the upcoming academic session without any ranking. 

(1) Such certificates will be sent to Questionnaire, Sports and Youth Welfare, 
Government of Chhattisgarh. 



(2) This facility will be available only to those candidates who have 
submitted their representation to the college within the prescribed time 
period. But to receive this type of facility second time, they will need to 
retrieve the achievement.  

13.8 For admission in the first year, certificates of up to the last four academic 
sessions at school level will be considered for weightage. For admission in the first 
year of postgraduate or law, certificates of up to the last three academic sessions 
will be considered for weightage. Certificates of previous session will be valid for 
weightage for admission in second, third year of graduation and second year of 
post-graduation. 

14Faculty / Subject / Group Change :- 

In the first year of graduation/postgraduation, the rank of order for the students who 
take admission by changing the faculty/subject/group of the qualifying examination 
will be determined by deducting 5 percent from their marks, weightage will be 
given on the reduced marks. After taking admission once in the first year of 
graduation/postgraduation in the college, change of faculty/subject/group during the 
current session is permitted by the college campus till 30th September or in case of 
delay in main examination result, from the last date of admission mentioned in 
clause 2.2. It will be given for 15 days only. This permission will be given only to 
those students whose marks are equal to or more than the students who got 
admission in the original merit list of the concerned subject/faculty. 

15. Research student:- 

Research students of PhD in government colleges will be given admission for two 
years. In case the library/practical work remains incomplete, the principal will be 
able to extend this time period to a maximum of 4 years on the recommendation of 
the supervisor. Students will apply in the prescribed application form.Regular 
admission will be granted only after depositing the prescribed fee after admission. 
For research students, the recognized professor supervisor posted in the college for 
PhD direction by the concerned university will carry out his/her work only as per 
the rules laid down by the university. If a teacher is working as a research student 
after taking study leave, then the approval will be given by the competent 
authority.The salary of the teacher will be drawn by the salary drawing officer only 
after receiving the attendance certificate and work progression report for three 
months.  



In case of transfer of the professor supervisor posted in the college, the 
research students can continue their research work in the institution from where 
their research applications was forwarded. After the completion of the research 
work, the management of the research work will be done and forwarded by the 
principals of the colleges.  

 

 

16. Note : - 

16.1 Fake certificate: If an applicant has got admission due to wrong information, 
deliberately hidden adverse facts, administrative or official carelessness, then the 
full responsibility for cancellation of such admission will be on the applicant. 

16.2 The Principal will have the right to cancel the admission of a student who 
remains absent continuously for one month or more without any proper reason, 
prior permission or information after taking admission. 

16.3 After admission, during the session, the Principal will have the right to cancel 
the admission or expel the student involved in the cases of indiscipline mentioned in 
paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3. 

16.4 In case the student leaves the college during the session after admission or his 
admission is canceled or expelled, no fee other than the reserved fund will be 
refunded to the student. 

16.5 If there is a need for clarification of the guiding principles of admission or 
guidance in any matter related to admission, the Principal will compulsorily give 
clear comments and opinions in the matter and obtain clarification/guidance from 
the Commissioner of Higher Education, Chhattisgarh, Raipur. No matter should not 
be sent only by writing forward. 

16.6 The authority to interpret the provisions mentioned in these guiding principles 
rests with the Commissioner, Higher Education Department. Chhattisgarh 
Government. Higher Education Department, Ministry will have the full right to 
change/amend/repeal/add these guiding principles from time to time.

Guiding Principles for Admission in Undergraduate and Postgraduate 
Classes of Government/Non-Government Colleges of Chhattisgarh  

Session 2020-21 

1. Use :- 

1.1 These guiding principles will be applicable in all the government/non-government 
colleges of Chhattisgarh, read with the provisions of Ordinance No. 6 and 7 under 
Chhattisgarh University Act-1973 and all the principals will ensure their compliance. 

1.2 Government and non-government colleges will have to strictly follow the rules of 
admission. “Entry means the first year or first semester of the undergraduate class and 

the first or first semester of the post-graduate class. 

2. Date of admission :- 

2.1 Submission of application form for admission:- 

This year online form will be submitted for admission at the university level. The 
colleges for which forms are submitted will be sent to that college. From the 
application received online, the Principal will grant admission based on rules and 
guidelines received from the Government. 

A. If due to unavoidable reasons the application has to be submitted offline, then 
the application form prescribed by the principal for admission in the college 
will be submitted by the student along with the certificate to the college by the 
prescribed date.  

   B. In case the mark sheet is not provided by the Board/University for admission,   
applications should be submitted without the mark sheet after getting certified by 
the concerned Principal of the previous institution. 

2.2 Setting the last date for admission:- 

In case of late declaration of results , the last date of admission will be valid till 10 
days from the date of receipt of the examination result in the college or till 15 days 
from the date of declaration of the examination result by the University/Board, 
whichever is earlier. Mentioned in paragraph 5.1 (a), on transfer of employees, their 



sons and daughters seeking admission after the last date of admission should be given 
admission during the session only if the place is vacant, but for this, proof of joining 
by the employee is required - Admission will be granted only if the letter is submitted 
and the applicant gets admission in another college before the last date fixed for 
admission. 

Explanation:- 

Applicant "A" had taken admission in a class as per rules in a college at some other 
place (A). After that, his guardian got transferred to place “B”, now he wants to take 

admission in a college of this place (B), he will be given admission only if there is a 
vacancy. The applicant “B” did not take admission in college where his father was 
posted but as soon as his father was transferred,(B) wants to take admission in some 
college. So now the deadline for admission Applicant (B) cannot be given admission 
after the date has passed. 

2.3 Fixing the last date of admission for the students passed in revaluation:- 

Students who have passed the revaluation of other Faculties other than the Faculty of 
Law will be eligible for admission if they fall in the merit list after the permission of 
the Vice Chancellor of the concerned University, within 15 days of the declaration of 
the results of the revaluation. But even if there is eligibility for admission in the 
classes of Law Faculty on the basis of merit, admission will be given only if there is 
vacancy in the college. Students who have passed revaluation in class 12th will also 
be eligible for regular admission if seats become vacant. 

3. Determination of admission number :- 

3.1Based on the resources available in the colleges and seating arrangements in the 
classrooms, equipment available in the laboratory/usable materials and availability of 
staff etc., students will be given admission for different classes as per the student 
number (seats) given earlier. If Principal want to increase the number of seats for 
admission in College, then he should send its proposal to the Directorate of Higher 
Education by 30th April and “admission will be done as per the increased seats only 
after getting permission from the Directorate of Higher Education/Higher Education 
Department." 

 

3.2 According to the criteria set by the Bar Council, only a maximum of 80 students 
should be given admission per section (maximum 4 sections) in the first, second and 
third year classes of Law Graduation on the basis of merit.The subject/subject group 



of teaching has been determined for each class by the affiliated university/autonomous 
college. Principals will give admission to the applicants in each class as per the 
prescribed admission number in the same prescribed subject group in their colleges. 

4. Admission List:- 

4.1 While giving information about the last date fixed for depositing the admission 
fee, the principal will put up on the notice board the list of marks obtained in the 
qualifying examination of the students selected for admission and the total marks 
obtained by paying surcharge where surcharge is payable, along with the percentage 
marks. 

4.2 Permission to deposit the admission fee will be given only after the copies of the 
necessary attached certificates are certified by the admission committee by matching 
them with the original certificates and the original copy of the transfer certificate is 
submitted. Immediately after granting admission, the transfer certificate should be 
canceled by stamping “Admission granted”. 

4.3 Admission in the college will be valid only after depositing the prescribed fee. 
After admission, the original copy of the transfer certificate should be compulsorily 
canceled by putting a seal of cancellation on it. 

4.4 If there is vacancy in the declared admission list after the last date of submission 
of fee, late fee of Rs 100/- will be charged extra for non-official item for admission in 
all the classes as per rules, however, in such cases, admission will not be allowed after 
31st July. 

4.5  Admission should not be granted on the basis of duplicate transfer certificate. In 
case of loss of transfer certificate, an FIR should be lodged by the student in the 
nearest police station. Admission can be granted only on receipt of the police station 
report and the authorized report from the previous admission institution which 
mentions the serial number and date of the original transfer certificate. For this, an 
undertaking should be taken from the student.  

4.6 Along with issuing the transfer certificate, the Principal of the college will issue a 
confidential report regarding whether the concerned student is involved in 
ragging/indiscipline/sabotage etc. Such confidential report will be sealed in a sealed 
envelope and sent to the Principal of the college where the student has applied for 
admission. 

4.7 According to the order number 2653/2014/38-1 dated 10.09.2014 of the 
Government of Chhattisgarh, Higher Education Department, "The state government, 



hereby, provides exemption from tuition fees to the graduate level girl students 
studying in government colleges from the academic night 2014-15" should be 
followed. 

5 Eligibility for admission:- 

5.1 Resident and Qualifying Examination:- 

(a) Original/permanent resident of Chhattisgarh, holder of permanent property in 
Chhattisgarh, State or Centre.Government employees, semi-government employees 
and employees of private limited companies, employees of nationalized banks and 
commercial organizations run by the Government of India whose posting is in 
Chhattisgarh. Only their sons/daughters and the displaced people of Jammu and 
Kashmir and their dependents will be given admission in government colleges. Even 
after giving admission as above, if there is vacancy in the seats, applicants who have 
passed the recognized board and qualifying examination of other states can be given 
admission on the basis of merit as per rules.  

(b) From an affiliated university or from schools recognized by the affiliated 
university, only those applicants who pass the qualifying examination will be eligible 
for admission in the college. 

(c) The applicant should be granted admission only after obtaining the eligibility 
certificate from the concerned university as per requirement. 

5.2Graduation level, regular admission:- 

(a) Applicants who have passed 10+2 examination are not eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of graduation. But applicants from Commerce and Arts 
faculty will not be given admission in Science faculty. A student who has passed 
B.Sc. (Home Science) first year from any faculty will be eligible for admission. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the first and second year examination at the 
graduation level will be eligible for regular admission in the second/third year of the 
same subjects respectively. There will be no eligibility for change of subject at the 
second graduation level. 

5.3 Post Graduate Level Regular Admission:- 

(a) B. Com./B.Sc.(Home Science)/B.A. Applicants who have passed graduation 
examination can get M.Com/M.Sc. respectively. Applicants who have passed B.Sc. 
(Home Science)/M.A. Previous /1st Sem and qualifying subjects are eligible for 
regular admission in M.Sc. /M.A.Previous. 



(b) Applicants who have passed postgraduate first year/first semester will be eligible 
for regular admission in postgraduate second year of the same subject. Under the 
semester system, applicants who pass the pre-qualifying examination will be eligible 
for regular admission in the next semester. 

(c) ATKT for postgraduate classes. (Allowed To Keep firms) Rules :- 

 1. It is mandatory for applicants who are eligible for provisional admission in the first 
semester of postgraduate to take provisional admission before the last date fixed for 
admission. 

2 ATKT in Post Graduate Third Semester as per the (Allowed To Keep Terms) rules, 
eligible applicants will be eligible for provisional admission in the next semester. 

5.4 Law Faculty Regular Admission :- 

(a) Applicants who have passed the graduation examination will be eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the Bachelor of Law examination will be eligible 
forRegular admission in first year L.L.M.  

(c) L.L.B. First Semester and L.L.M. Applicants who have passed the first semester 
examination are eligible for L.L.B. Second Semester and L.L.M. Will be eligible for 
admission in second semester. Similarly, the same process of admission will be 
applicable in third, fourth and fifth semester also. 

5.5 Minimum marks limit in the qualifying examination for admission:- 

(a) The minimum marks limit for admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws will 
be 45% (40% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste). And applicants who have 
obtained 55% marks (50% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste/OBC) in the first half 
of Post Graduation in Law will be eligible for regular admission. 

5.6 The provisions of the concerned institution will be effective on 
admission/operation in the courses approved by AICTE NOTE BAR COUNCIL OF 
INDIA/MEDICAL COUNCIL OF INDIA. 

6. Equivalent Examination- 

6.1 10+2 examinations of Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), Indian 
Council for Secondary Education (ICSE) and schools/intermediate boards of other 
states are equivalent to 10+2Board of Secondary Educationexamination. Principals 
can obtain the list of recognized boards from the affiliated universities. 



6.2 All theexaminations ofUniversities located generally in India which are members 
of the Association of Universities are considered equivalent to the examinations of the 
University of Chhattisgarh. The examinations of such universities (except IGNOU) 
which conduct distance courses but do not have permission from the state government 
are not valid. As per the instructions of the University Grants Commission, New 
Delhi, any university or educational institution outside the state of Chhattisgarh is not 
allowed to open study centers/off campuses etc. in the state of Chhattisgarh and give 
admission/grant degrees to the students and degrees/diplomas from such institutions 
are not recognized as statutory, will not be formally valid. 

6.3 The Principal should obtain from the Principal of the affiliated University the list 
of educational institutions of the University recognized by the affiliated University 
and the information about fake or unrecognized universities or educational institutions 
whose degrees are not valid, issued by the University Grants Commission from time 
to time. 

6.4 Applicants passed under NVEQF (National Vocational Educational Qualification 
Framework) started in 2012 should be given equal priority compared to other general 
subjects for admission to undergraduate level courses in universities and colleges. 

Universitycommission grantsemi-official ofLetterNo1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April, 
2014 – 

"As you are aware, the National Vocational Educational Qualification Framework 
(NVEQF) has been amended by the Ministry of Human Resource Development in the 
National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) notified by the Department of 
Economic Affairs, Ministry of Finance, has incorporated all the important features 
formulated in NSQF. As notified in NSQF, it offers certificates from Level 1 to 10, 
including Level 5 to Level 10 certificates from higher education and certificates from 
Level 1 to Level 4 relate to the field of school education. Pursuant to the NVEQF, 
which was launched in 2012, courses were offered to students by some school boards 
and under the NVEQF, students were awarded equivalent certificates. These students, 
under NSQAFlevel 4 will be able to complete 10+2 education with certified marks by 
the year 2014. The Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India 
has expressed apprehension that students who wish to take admission in any 
undergraduate course in universities and colleges and who had vocational subjects at 
12 level will be at a disadvantage. Therefore, I request you that when students are 
trying to get admission in any other undergraduate courses in the university and 
college, then such subjects should be given equal priority compared to other general 
subjects, so that these students shall be provided opportunities for horizontal 
mobility." 



7. Admission of external applicants :- 

7.1 With the implementation of integrated curriculum in Graduate students 
B.A./B.Com./B.Sc./B.H.Sc. in Chhattisgarh, applicants who have passed the 
first/second year examination from any university/autonomous college of Chhattisgarh 
are eligible for admission in the second/third year respectively, but the applicants who 
have studied in the subjects/groups of subjects being taught in the affiliated 
university/autonomous college. Regular admission should be given only after 
checking whether the candidate has appeared in the previous examination. If 
necessary, eligibility certificate must be obtained from the university. 

7.2 Applicants who have passed 1st/2nd graduation level examination from 
universities/autonomous colleges located outside Chhattisgarh, pre-post graduation 
examination from other universities/autonomous colleges or 1st, 2nd, 3rd semester 
examination and 1st/2nd year graduation level examination of law affiliated to them. 
Regular admission should be given in the next class of the same subjects/subject 
group only after submitting the eligibility certificate from the universities. 

Students from outside the state will have to give an affidavit in the prescribed 
format. If any kind of false/incorrect information is found, the admission of the 
concerned student will be canceled and he will be denied admission in any university 
of the state. It is mandatory to get the documents submitted by applicants from other 
states certified by the concerned Board/University. 

7.3 Self-study applicants in science and other practical subjects and former students of 
the college may be allowed by the Principal to do only practical work by charging the 
prescribed fee till 30th November, if there is a vacancy. 

8. It will be mandatory for the students who are eligible for temporary admission 
to take temporary admission before the last date fixed for admission: - 

8.1 Regular applicants who have appeared in supplementary examination 
(compartment) in 10+2 and first/second year examination of graduation will be 
eligible for provisional admission in case of vacancy in the next class.  

8.2  In the Post Graduatesemester, supplementary/ATKT applicants shall be eligible 
for provisional admission. 

8.3 Applicants who have not completed the prescribed aggregate of 48 percent in the 
first and second year of law graduation or have obtained Supplymentary will be 
eligible for provisional admission in the next class. 



8.4 Applicants of Section 1 and 2 of Para 7 above will not be eligible for temporary 
admission.  

8.5 If they fail in the supplementary examination, the temporary admission of the 
students who have received temporary admission will be cancelled. If passed, 
temporary admission will be recognized as regular admission. 

(d) For admission in Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya, applicants above 25 years of age 
in the first year of graduation and 27 years in the first semester of pre-
graduation will be eligible for admission. 

(e) There will be a relaxation of 3 years in the age limit for Scheduled 
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Backward and/Women applicants except Law Faculty. 
There will be a relaxation of 5 years in the age limit for disabled candidates. 

9.5 A full-time government/non-government employee will not be eligible for regular 
admission in the college during his/her daily working hours. If the applicant applies 
for admission in a college after the daily duty period, admission will be given only 
after the applicant presents no-objection certificates from the employer. 

9.6 Students who have completed graduation degree in any faculty will not be eligible 
for regular admission in the courses of any other faculty. 

10.Determination of order for admission:- 

10.1 If there are more applicants than the available places, admission will be done in 
the following order.  

(a) Marks and percentage of qualifying examination for admission to 
undergraduate and postgraduate classes.If payable, then on the basis of total 
percentage marks obtained by adding surcharge and 

(b) There should be a provision for entrance examination in the affiliated 
university in the first year of law graduationas per the criteria set by the 
University. 

10.2 Separate merit lists will be prepared for unreserved and reserved categories. 

11. Priority for admission :- 

11.1 Basis of preference in first year Undergraduate/Postgraduate/Law classes, 
qualifying examinationPassed regular/ex-regular candidates/self-study candidates will 
be placed according to the number of passed students.  



11.2 The basis of priority in the next graduation/post graduation classes will be in the 
order of regular/self-study students of the previous session passed in the qualifying 
examination/ex-regular passed/supplement received in one subject.  

11.3 Admission in the law stream for the next classes shall be first for the students 
who have passed the examination but students obtaining 48 aggregate shall be given 
preference, otherwise the order would be the same.   

11.4 If there is no facility for study, they will be given admission on order basis. If 
seats remain vacant and they come in sequence, students from the entire state will be 
eligible for admission in the entire state. 

11.5 But the above provision will not be applicable for autonomous colleges, a student 
who has passed the postgraduate examination of one subject can be given admission 
in the postgraduate class of another subject only if there is a vacancy in the college. 

12. Reservation will be as per the reservation policy of Chhattisgarh Government 
as given below:- 

12.1Reservation of seats in admission in each academic session and its extension in 
any educational institution will be in the following manner, namely: 

(a) Thirty-two percent of the annual permitted strength in each branch of study 
or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Tribes. 

(b) Twelve percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Castes. 

(c) Fourteen percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Other Backward Classes. 

 Provided that, where the seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes remain vacant on 
the closing date(s) due to non-availability of eligible students, the same shall be filled 
from among the eligible students from the Scheduled Castes and vice versa. 
 Provided further that notwithstanding the provisions specified in the foregoing 
proviso, if the seats reserved under clause(a), (b) and (c) remain vacant on the closing 
dates, they will be filled from other eligible students. 

12.2   

(1) Reservation of seats available under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A. 12.1 
will be determined vertically. 



(2) The percentage of horizontal reservation in respect of persons with 
disabilities, women, ex-servicemen/ex-servicemen, children of freedom fighters 
or other special categories of persons shall be such as may be prescribed by the 
State Government from time to time for the purposes of this Act be notified and 
this point is mentioned in clause (a) of 12.1. (b) and (c), as the case may be, 
shall be within the vertical reservation. 

 

12.3 3 percent seats will be reserved for the sons and daughters of freedom fighters. 5 
percent seats will be reserved for disabled category applicants. 

12.4 Out of the available seats in all classes, 30 percent will be reserved for girl 
students. 

12.5 If a candidate of reserved category is kept in the merit list as per rules in 
unreserved category open competition due to getting more marks, then the seats of 
reserved category will remain unaffected, but if such student belongs to any cadre like 
freedom fighter etc.If the seat in the cadre is also in that category, then this seat will 
be considered filled in that reserved category, the seats of the remaining cadre will be 
considered filled. 

12.6 If the percentage of reserved space is less than 1/2 then the reserved space will 
not be available. If it falls between 1/2 per cent and 1 per cent then the number of 
reserved space will be one. 

12.7 Jammu and Kashmir displaced people and their dependents should be given 
admission by increasing the seats by 5 percent and 10 percent relaxation will be given 
in the minimum marks. 

12.8 Reservation rules issued by the government from time to time should be 
followed. 

12.9 The provisions of reservation shown in paragraph 12.1 will be subject to the 
decision of the Honorable High Court Bilaspur. 

12:10 This instruction has been given in paragraph 129 (3) of the decision dated 
15.04.2014 passed by the Honorable Supreme Court in this regard to the transgender 
people in the case number: WP (C) 400/2012 National Legal Services Authority vs. 
Government of India and others. Provided that "We direct the Center and the State 
Government to take Steps to treat them as socially and educationally backward classes 
of citizens and extend all kinds of reservation in cases of admission in educational 
institutions and for public appointments," should be strictly followed.  



13Weightage :- 

Weightage will be given only for determining the ranking, it will not be used for 
attaining eligibility.Weightagewill be given only on the percentage of marks obtained 
in the qualifying examination. It is mandatory to attach all the certificates for 
weightage with the admission application form. The certificates brought/submitted 
later after the application form will not be considered for weightage, if more than one 
weightageis received, only the highest weightage will be given. 

13.1 NCC/NSS/Scouts 

The word Scouts should be read in the meaning of Scouts/Guides/Rangers/Rovers.

13.5 Chhattisgarh Government M.P. In national competitions organized by recognized 
sports associations: - 

(a) To the members representing the team of Chhattisgarh/M.P. 10 percent 

(b) To the members who obtained first, second and third place in  Chhattisgarh's team
   12 percent 

13.6 To the displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir and their dependents01 percent 

13.7 Special Incentive:- 

To promote NCC/sports in the interest of Chhattisgarh state and college, the best 
cadets of NCC at national level will participate in Olympiad/Asiad/sports 
competitions organized by Sports Authority of India at national and international 
level. Child students should be given direct admission in the classes for which they are 
eligible in the upcoming academic session without any ranking. 

(1) Such certificates will be sent to Questionnaire, Sports and Youth Welfare, 
Government of Chhattisgarh. 



(2) This facility will be available only to those candidates who have submitted 
their representation to the college within the prescribed time period. But to 
receive this type of facility second time, they will need to retrieve the 
achievement.  

13.8 For admission in the first year, certificates of up to the last four academic 
sessions at school level will be considered for weightage. For admission in the first 
year of postgraduate or law, certificates of up to the last three academic sessions will 
be considered for weightage. Certificates of previous session will be valid for 
weightage for admission in second, third year of graduation and second year of post-
graduation. 

14Faculty / Subject / Group Change :- 

In the first year of graduation/postgraduation, the rank of order for the students who 
take admission by changing the faculty/subject/group of the qualifying examination 
will be determined by deducting 5 percent from their marks, weightage will be given 
on the reduced marks. After taking admission once in the first year of 
graduation/postgraduation in the college, change of faculty/subject/group during the 
current session is permitted by the college campus till 30th September or in case of 
delay in main examination result, from the last date of admission mentioned in clause 
2.2. It will be given for 15 days only. This permission will be given only to those 
students whose marks are equal to or more than the students who got admission in the 
original merit list of the concerned subject/faculty. 

15. Research student:- 

Research students of PhD in government colleges will be given admission for two 
years. In case the library/practical work remains incomplete, the principal will be able 
to extend this time period to a maximum of 4 years on the recommendation of the 
supervisor. Students will apply in the prescribed application form.Regular admission 
will be granted only after depositing the prescribed fee after admission. For research 
students, the recognized professor supervisor posted in the college for PhD direction 
by the concerned university will carry out his/her work only as per the rules laid down 
by the university. If a teacher is working as a research student after taking study leave, 
then the approval will be given by the competent authority.The salary of the teacher 
will be drawn by the salary drawing officer only after receiving the attendance 
certificate and work progression report for three months.  

In case of transfer of the professor supervisor posted in the college, the research 
students can continue their research work in the institution from where their research 
applications was forwarded. After the completion of the research work, the 



management of the research work will be done by the principals of the colleges. Will 
forward. 

 

 

16. Note : - 

16.1 Fake certificate: If an applicant has got admission due to wrong information, 
deliberately hidden adverse facts, administrative or official carelessness, then the full 
responsibility for cancellation of such admission will be on the applicant. 

16.2 The Principal will have the right to cancel the admission of a student who 
remains absent continuously for one month or more without any proper reason, prior 
permission or information after taking admission. 

16.3 After admission, during the session, the Principal will have the right to cancel the 
admission or expel the student involved in the cases of indiscipline mentioned in 
paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3. 

16.4 In case the student leaves the college during the session after admission or his 
admission is canceled or expelled, no fee other than the reserved fund will be refunded 
to the student. 

16.5 If there is a need for clarification of the guiding principles of admission or 
guidance in any matter related to admission, the Principal will compulsorily give clear 
comments and opinions in the matter and obtain clarification/guidance from the 
Commissioner of Higher Education, Chhattisgarh, Raipur. No matter should not be 
sent only by writing forward. 

16.6 The authority to interpret the provisions mentioned in these guiding principles 
rests with the Commissioner, Higher Education Department. Chhattisgarh 
Government. Higher Education Department, Ministry will have the full right to 
change/amend/repeal/add these guiding principles from time to time.

Guiding Principles for Admission in Undergraduate and Postgraduate 
Classes of Government/Non-Government Colleges of Chhattisgarh  

Session 2021-22 

1. Use :- 

1.1 These guiding principles will be applicable in all the government/non-government 
colleges of Chhattisgarh, read with the provisions of Ordinance No. 6 and 7 under 
Chhattisgarh University Act-1973 and all the principals will ensure their compliance. 

1.2 Government and non-government colleges will have to strictly follow the rules of 
admission. “Entry means the first year or first semester of the undergraduate class and 

the first or first semester of the post-graduate class. 

2. Date of admission :- 

2.1 Submission of application form for admission:- 

This year online form will be submitted for admission at the university level. The 
colleges for which forms are submitted will be sent to that college. From the 
application received online, the Principal will grant admission based on rules and 
guidelines received from the Government. 

A. If due to unavoidable reasons the application has to be submitted offline, then 
the application form prescribed by the principal for admission in the college 
will be submitted by the student along with the certificate to the college by the 
prescribed date.  

   B. In case the mark sheet is not provided by the Board/University for admission,   
applications should be submitted without the mark sheet after getting certified by 
the concerned Principal of the previous institution. 

2.2 Setting the last date for admission:- 

In case of late declaration of results, the last date of admission will be valid till 10 
days from the date of receipt of the examination result in the college or till 15 days 
from the date of declaration of the examination result by the University/Board, 
whichever is earlier. Mentioned in paragraph 5.1 (a), on transfer of employees, their 



sons and daughters seeking admission after the last date of admission should be given 
admission during the session only if the place is vacant, but for this, proof of joining 
by the employee is required - Admission will be granted only if the letter is submitted 
and the applicant gets admission in another college before the last date fixed for 
admission. 

Explanation:- 

Applicant "A" had taken admission in a class as per rules in a college at some other 
place (A). After that, his guardian got transferred to place “B”, now he wants to take 

admission in a college of this place (B), he will be given admission only if there is a 
vacancy. The applicant “B” did not take admission in college where his father was 
posted but as soon as his father was transferred,(B) wants to take admission in some 
college. So now the deadline for admission Applicant (B) cannot be given admission 
after the date has passed. 

2.3 Fixing the last date of admission for the students passed in revaluation:- 

Students who have passed the revaluation of other Faculties other than the Faculty of 
Law will be eligible for admission if they fall in the merit list after the permission of 
the Vice Chancellor of the concerned University, within 15 days of the declaration of 
the results of the revaluation. But even if there is eligibility for admission in the 
classes of Law Faculty on the basis of merit, admission will be given only if there is 
vacancy in the college. Students who have passed revaluation in class 12th will also 
be eligible for regular admission if seats become vacant. 

3. Determination of admission number :- 

3.1Based on the resources available in the colleges and seating arrangements in the 
classrooms, equipment available in the laboratory/usable materials and availability of 
staff etc., students will be given admission for different classes as per the student 
number (seats) given earlier. If Principal want to increase the number of seats for 
admission in College, then he should send its proposal to the Directorate of Higher 
Education by 30th April and “admission will be done as per the increased seats only 
after getting permission from the Directorate of Higher Education/Higher Education 
Department." 

 

3.2 According to the criteria set by the Bar Council, only a maximum of 60 
students should be given admission per section (minimum 2 sections and 



maximum 5 sections) in the first, second and third year classes of Law 
Graduation on the basis of merit.  

3.3 The subject/subject group of teaching has been determined for each class by 
the affiliated university/autonomous college. Principals will give admission to 
the applicants in each class as per the prescribed admission number in the 
same prescribed subject group in their colleges. 

4. Admission List:- 

4.1 While giving information about the last date fixed for depositing the admission 
fee, the principal will put up on the notice board the list of marks obtained in the 
qualifying examination of the students selected for admission and the total marks 
obtained by paying surcharge where surcharge is payable, along with the percentage 
marks. 

4.2 Permission to deposit the admission fee will be given only after the copies of the 
necessary attached certificates are certified by the admission committee by matching 
them with the original certificates and the original copy of the transfer certificate is 
submitted. Immediately after granting admission, the transfer certificate should be 
canceled by stamping “Admission granted”. 

4.3 Admission in the college will be valid only after depositing the prescribed fee. 
After admission, the original copy of the transfer certificate should be compulsorily 
canceled by putting a seal of cancellation on it. 

4.4 If there is vacancy in the declared admission list after the last date of submission 
of fee, late fee of Rs 100/- will be charged extra for non-official item for admission in 
all the classes as per rules, however, in such cases, admission will not be allowed after 
15 September. 

4.5 Admission should not be granted on the basis of duplicate transfer certificate. In 
case of loss of transfer certificate, an FIR should be lodged by the student in the 
nearest police station. Admission can be granted only on receipt of the police station 
report and the authorized report from the previous admission institution which 
mentions the serial number and date of the original transfer certificate. For this, an 
undertaking should be taken from the student.  

4.6 Along with issuing the transfer certificate, the Principal of the college will issue a 
confidential report regarding whether the concerned student is involved in 
ragging/indiscipline/sabotage etc. Such confidential report will be sealed in a sealed 
envelope and sent to the Principal of the college where the student has applied for 
admission. 



4.7 The state government, hereby, provides exemption from tuition fees to the 
graduate level girl students studying in government colleges. So the above instruction 
should be followed. 

5 Eligibility for admission:- 

5.1 Resident and Qualifying Examination:- 

(a) Original/permanent resident of Chhattisgarh, holder of permanent property in 
Chhattisgarh, State or Centre, Government employees, semi-government employees 
and employees of private limited companies, employees of nationalized banks and 
commercial organizations run by the Government of India whose posting is in 
Chhattisgarh. Only their sons/daughters and the displaced people of Jammu and 
Kashmir and their dependents will be given admission in government colleges. Even 
after giving admission as above, if there is vacancy in the seats, applicants who have 
passed the recognized board and qualifying examination of other states can be given 
admission on the basis of merit as per rules.  

(b) From an affiliated university or from schools recognized by the affiliated 
university, only those applicants who pass the qualifying examination will be eligible 
for admission in the college. 

(c) The applicant should be granted admission only after obtaining the eligibility 
certificate from the concerned university as per requirement. 

5.2Graduation level, regular admission:- 

(a) Applicants who have passed 10+2 examination are not eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of graduation. But applicants from Commerce and Arts 
faculty will not be given admission in Science faculty. A student who has passed 
B.Sc. (Home Science) first year from any faculty will be eligible for admission. 
Students who have passed 12 from vocational course only will be eligible for Art 
faculty. But if the student has studied commerce subject then he/she will be eligible 
for Commerce faculty. Similarly applicants who have passed from Agricultural stream 
will not be given admission in Science stream and BSc (Bio/Maths group). 

(b) Applicants who have passed the first and second year examination at the 
graduation level will be eligible for regular admission in the second/third year of the 
same subjects respectively. There will be no eligibility for change of subject at the 
second graduation level. 

5.3 Post Graduate Level Regular Admission:- 



(a) B. Com./B.Sc.(Home Science)/B.A. Applicants who have passed graduation 
examination can get M.Com/M.Sc. respectively. Applicants who have passed B.Sc. 
(Home Science)/M.A. Previous /1st Sem and qualifying subjects are eligible for 
regular admission in M.Sc. /M.A.Previous.Only thoe student who have studied 
Geography in the undergraduate level will be admitted in first semester /MA 
Geography.In addition to the above, only the provisions /qualification mentioned in 
the respective ordinance of the concerned university will be binding. 

(b) Applicants who have passed postgraduate first year will be eligible for regular 
admission in postgraduate second year of the same subject. Under the semester 
system, applicants who pass the pre-qualifying examination will be eligible for regular 
admission in the next semester. 

(c) ATKT for postgraduate classes. (Allowed To Keep firms) Rules :- 

 1. It is mandatory for applicants who are eligible for provisional admission in the first 
semester of postgraduate to take provisional admission before the last date fixed for 
admission. 

2 ATKT in Post Graduate Third Semester as per the (Allowed To Keep Terms) rules, 
eligible applicants will be eligible for provisional admission in the next semester. 

5.4 Law Faculty Regular Admission :- 

(a) Applicants who have passed the graduation examination will be eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the Bachelor of Law examination will be eligible for 
Regular admission in first year L.L.M.  

(c) L.L.B. First Semester and L.L.M. Applicants who have passed the first semester 
examination are eligible for L.L.B. Second Semester and L.L.M. Will be eligible for 
admission in second semester. Similarly, the same process of admission will be 
applicable in third, fourth and fifth semester also. 

5.5 Minimum marks limit in the qualifying examination for admission:- 

(a) The minimum marks limit for admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws will 
be 45% (40% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste). And applicants who have 
obtained 55% marks (50% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste/OBC) in the first half 
of Post Graduation in Law will be eligible for regular admission. 



5.6 The provisions of the concerned institution will be effective on 
admission/operation in the courses approved by AICTE NOTE BAR COUNCIL OF 
INDIA/MEDICAL COUNCIL OF INDIA. 

6. Equivalent Examination- 

6.1 10+2 examinations of Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), Indian 
Council for Secondary Education (ICSE) and schools/intermediate boards of other 
states are equivalent to 10+2Board of Secondary Education examination. Principals 
can obtain the list of recognized boards from the affiliated universities. 

6.2 All the examinations of Universities located generally in India which are members 
of the Association of Universities are considered equivalent to the examinations of the 
University of Chhattisgarh. The examinations of such universities (except IGNOU) 
which conduct distance courses but do not have permission from the state government 
are not valid. As per the instructions of the University Grants Commission, New 
Delhi, any university or educational institution outside the state of Chhattisgarh is not 
allowed to open study centers/off campuses etc. in the state of Chhattisgarh and give 
admission/grant degrees to the students and degrees/diplomas from such institutions 
are not recognized as statutory, will not be formally valid. 

6.3 The Principal should obtain from the Principal of the affiliated University the list 
of educational institutions of the University recognized by the affiliated University 
and the information about fake or unrecognized universities or educational institutions 
whose degrees are not valid, issued by the University Grants Commission from time 
to time. 

6.4 Applicants passed under NVEQF (National Vocational Educational Qualification 
Framework) started in 2012 should be given equal priority compared to other general 
subjects for admission to undergraduate level courses in universities and colleges. 

University commission grant semi-official ofLetterNo1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April, 
2014 – 

"As you are aware, the National Vocational Educational Qualification Framework 
(NVEQF) has been amended by the Ministry of Human Resource Development in the 
National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) notified by the Department of 
Economic Affairs, Ministry of Finance has incorporated all the important features 
formulated in NSQF. As notified in NSQF, it offers certificates from Level 1 to 10, 
including Level 5 to Level 10 certificates from higher education and certificates from 
Level 1 to Level 4 relate to the field of school education. Pursuant to the NVEQF, 
which was launched in 2012, courses were offered to students by some school boards 



and under the NVEQF, students were awarded equivalent certificates. These students, 
under NSQAF level 4 will be able to complete 10+2 education with certified marks by 
the year 2014. The Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India 
has expressed apprehension that students who wish to take admission in any 
undergraduate course in universities and colleges and who had vocational subjects at 
12 level will be at a disadvantage. Therefore, I request you that when students are 
trying to get admission in any other undergraduate courses in the university and 
college, then such subjects should be given equal priority compared to other general 
subjects, so that these students shall be provided opportunities for horizontal 
mobility." 

7. Admission of external applicants :- 

7.1 With the implementation of integrated curriculum in Graduate students 
B.A./B.Com./B.Sc./B.H.Sc. in Chhattisgarh, applicants who have passed the 
first/second year examination from any university/autonomous college of Chhattisgarh 
are eligible for admission in the second/third year respectively, but the applicants who 
have studied in the subjects/groups of subjects being taught in the affiliated 
university/autonomous college. Regular admission should be given only after 
checking whether the candidate has appeared in the previous examination. If 
necessary, eligibility certificate must be obtained from the university. 

7.2 Applicants who have passed 1st/2nd graduation level examination from 
universities/autonomous colleges located outside Chhattisgarh, pre-post graduation 
examination from other universities/autonomous colleges or 1st, 2nd, 3rd semester 
examination and 1st/2nd year graduation level examination of law affiliated to them. 
Regular admission should be given in the next class of the same subjects/subject 
group only after submitting the eligibility certificate from the universities. 

Students from outside the state will have to give an affidavit in the prescribed 
format. If any kind of false/incorrect information is found, the admission of the 
concerned student will be canceled and he will be denied admission in any university 
of the state. It is mandatory to get the documents submitted by applicants from other 
states certified by the concerned Board/University. 

7.3 Self-study applicants in science and other practical subjects and former students of 
the college may be allowed by the Principal to do only practical work by charging the 
prescribed fee till 30th November, if there is a vacancy. 

8. It will be mandatory for the students who are eligible for temporary admission 
to take temporary admission before the last date fixed for admission: - 



8.1 Regular applicants who have appeared in supplementary examination 
(compartment) in 10+2 and first/second year examination of graduation will be 
eligible for provisional admission in case of vacancy in the next class.  

8.2 In the Post Graduate semester, supplementary/ATKT applicants shall be eligible 
for provisional admission. 

8.3 Applicants who have not completed the prescribed aggregate of 48 percent in the 
first and second year of law graduation or have obtained Supplementary will be 
eligible for provisional admission in the next class. 

8.4 Applicants of Section 1 and 2 of Para 7 above will not be eligible for temporary 
admission.  

8.5 If they fail in the supplementary examination, the temporary admission of the 
students who have received temporary admission will be cancelled. If passed, 
temporary admission will be recognized as regular admission. 

9 Qualifications for Admission:- 

9.1 In case of getting admission in any faculty of any college/university teaching 
department, students will not be eligible for regular admission again in the same class 
of the same faculty in the next year. If any student has not taken regular admission in 
the class applied for in the previous session, then such applicant will not be considered 
ineligible for regular admission, he will only have to produce the original transfer 
certificate and an affidavit certifying that he has not taken admission earlier. 
Admission will be given on that basis only as per rules. 

9.2 Students against whom challan has been presented in the court or criminal cases 
are pending in the court with students/officers/employees in examination or in pre-
session, the Principal is authorized to deny admission to students who have serious 
allegations of misbehavior/ assault and who have not shown improvement even after 
warning. 

9.3 The Principal is authorized to cancel/deny admission to students accused of 
vandalizing the college and destroying college property. The Principal should 
constitute a committee for this and get the investigation done and the admission 
should be canceled on the basis of an investigation report. Such students should not be 
given admission in any government /non- government college of Chhattisgarh state 

9.4 Age limit for admission- 



(a) Applicants above 22 years of age in the first year of graduation and 27 years in the 
first year of post graduation will not be eligible for admission. Age will be calculated 
as of July of the applied year. The maximum age limit for admission in Diploma and 
Post graduate Diploma will be 27 years. The age limit for B.P.Ed and M.P.Ed will be 
25 and 28 years. 

(b)Restriction of age limit will not be applicable for candidates sponsored and 
recommended by state government /ministry/office of the government of India and the 
institution controlled by them, students sent for studying abroad by Indian government 
or any foreign government and students studying in payment seat in foreign currency. 

(c) The provision of maximum age limit for admission in law stream is abolished.  

 

(d) For admission in Sanskrit Mahavidyalaya, applicants above 25 years of age in the 
first year of graduation and 27 years in the first semester of pre-graduation will be 
eligible for admission. 

(e) There will be a relaxation of 3 years in the age limit for Scheduled 
Caste/Scheduled Tribe/Backward and/Women applicants except Law Faculty. There 
will be a relaxation of 5 years in the age limit for disabled candidates. 

9.5 A full-time government/non-government employee will not be eligible for regular 
admission in the college during his/her daily working hours. If the applicant applies 
for admission in a college after the daily duty period, admission will be given only 
after the applicant presents no-objection certificates from the employer. 

9.6 Students who have completed graduation degree in any faculty will not be eligible 
for regular admission in the courses of any other faculty. 

10.Determination of order for admission:- 

10.1 If there are more applicants than the available places, admission will be done in 
the following order.  

(a) Marks and percentage of qualifying examination for admission to 
undergraduate and postgraduate classes. If payable, then on the basis of total 
percentage marks obtained by adding surcharge and 

(b) There should be a provision for entrance examination in the affiliated 
university in the first year of law graduation as per the criteria set by the 
University. 



10.2 Separate merit lists will be prepared for unreserved and reserved categories. 

11. Priority for admission :- 

11.1 Basis of preference in first year Undergraduate/Postgraduate/Law classes, 
qualifying examination Passed regular/ex-regular candidates/self-study candidates will 
be placed according to the number of passed students.  

11.2 The basis of priority in the next graduation/post graduation classes will be in the 
order of regular/self-study students of the previous session passed in the qualifying 
examination/ex-regular passed/supplement received in one subject.  

11.3 Admission in the law stream for the next classes shall be first for the students 
who have passed the examination but students obtaining 48 aggregate shall be given 
preference, otherwise the order would be the same.   

11.4 If there is no facility for study, they will be given admission on order basis. If 
seats remain vacant and they come in sequence, students from the entire state will be 
eligible for admission in the entire state. 

11.5 But the above provision will not be applicable for autonomous colleges, a student 
who has passed the postgraduate examination of one subject can be given admission 
in the postgraduate class of another subject only if there is a vacancy in the college. 

12. Reservation will be as per the reservation policy of Chhattisgarh Government 
as given below:- 

12.1Reservation of seats in admission in each academic session and its extension in 
any educational institution will be in the following manner, namely: 

(a) Thirty-two percent of the annual permitted strength in each branch of study 
or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Tribes. 

(b) Twelve percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Castes. 

(c) Fourteen percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Other Backward Classes.Provided that, 
where the seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes remain vacant on the closing 
date(s) due to non-availability of eligible students, the same shall be filled from 
among the eligible students from the Scheduled Castes and vice versa.   



Provided further that notwithstanding the provisions specified in the foregoing 
proviso, if the seats reserved under clause(a), (b) and (c) remain vacant on the 
closing dates, they will be filled from other eligible students. 

12.2   

(1) Reservation of seats available under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A. 12.1 
will be determined vertically. 

(2) The percentage of horizontal reservation in respect of persons with 
disabilities, women, ex-servicemen/ex-servicemen, children of freedom fighters 
or other special categories of persons shall be such as may be prescribed by the 
State Government from time to time for the purposes of this Act be notified and 
this point is mentioned in clause (a) of 12.1. (b) and (c), as the case may be, 
shall be within the vertical reservation. 

 

12.3 3 percent seats will be reserved for the sons and daughters of freedom fighters. 5 
percent seats will be reserved for disabled category applicants. 

12.4 Out of the available seats in all classes, 30 percent will be reserved for girl 
students. 

12.5 If a candidate of reserved category is kept in the merit list as per rules in 
unreserved category open competition due to getting more marks, then the seats of 
reserved category will remain unaffected, but if such student belongs to any cadre like 
freedom fighter etc. If the seat in the cadre is also in that category, then this seat will 
be considered filled in that reserved category, the seats of the remaining cadre will be 
considered filled. 

12.6 If the percentage of reserved space is less than 1/2 then the reserved space will 
not be available. If it falls between 1/2 per cent and 1 per cent then the number of 
reserved space will be one. 

12.7 Jammu and Kashmir displaced people and their dependents should be given 
admission by increasing the seats by 5 percent and 10 percent relaxation will be given 
in the minimum marks. 

12.8 Reservation rules issued by the government from time to time should be 
followed. 

12.9 The provisions of reservation shown in paragraph 12.1 will be subject to the 
decision of the Honorable High Court Bilaspur. 



12:10 This instruction has been given in paragraph 129 (3) of the decision dated 
15.04.2014 passed by the Honorable Supreme Court in this regard to the transgender 
people in the case number: WP (C) 400/2012 National Legal Services Authority vs. 
Government of India and others. Provided that "We direct the Center and the State 
Government to take Steps to treat them as socially and educationally backward classes 
of citizens and extend all kinds of reservation in cases of admission in educational 
institutions and for public appointments," should be strictly followed.  

13 Weightage:- 

Weightage will be given only for determining the ranking, it will not be used for 
attaining eligibility.Weightage will be given only on the percentage of marks obtained 
in the qualifying examination. It is mandatory to attach all the certificates for 
weightage with the admission application form. The certificates brought/submitted 
later after the application form will not be considered for weightage, if more than one 
weightage is received, only the highest weightage will be given. 

13.1 NCC/NSS/Scouts 

The word Scouts should be read in the meaning of Scouts/Guides/Rangers/Rovers.  

(a) NSS/NCC. "A" Certificate 02 percent 
(b) Scouts who have passed NSS/NCC “B” Certificate and

(d) Students representing the group in the state 04 percent 
(e) NCC under level directorate. Competition 05percent

(g) Governor Scouts 10percent 
(h) President Scouts 10percent

(b) To the members who obtained first, second and third place in  Chhattisgarh's team
   12 percent 

13.6 To the displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir and their dependents01 percent 

13.7 Special Incentive:- 



To promote NCC/sports in the interest of Chhattisgarh state and college, the best 
cadets of NCC at national level will participate in Olympiad/Asiad/sports 
competitions organized by Sports Authority of India at national and international 
level. Child students should be given direct admission in the classes for which they are 
eligible in the upcoming academic session without any ranking. 

(1) Such certificates will be sent to Questionnaire, Sports and Youth Welfare, 
Government of Chhattisgarh. 

(2) This facility will be available only to those candidates who have submitted 
their representation to the college within the prescribed time period. But to 
receive this type of facility second time, they will need to retrieve the 
achievement.  

13.8 For admission in the first year, certificates of up to the last four academic 
sessions at school level will be considered for weightage. For admission in the first 
year of postgraduate or law, certificates of up to the last three academic sessions will 
be considered for weightage. Certificates of previous session will be valid for 
weightage for admission in second, third year of graduation and second year of post-
graduation. 

14 Faculty / Subject / Group Change :- 

In the first year of graduation/post graduation, the rank of order for the students who 
take admission by changing the faculty/subject/group of the qualifying examination 
will be determined by deducting 5 percent from their marks, weightage will be given 
on the reduced marks. After taking admission once in the first year of graduation/post 
graduation in the college, change of faculty/subject/group during the current session is 
permitted by the college campus till 30th September or in case of delay in main 
examination result, from the last date of admission mentioned in clause 2.2. It will be 
given for 15 days only. This permission will be given only to those students whose 
marks are equal to or more than the students who got admission in the original merit 
list of the concerned subject/faculty. 

15. Research student:- 

Research students of PhD in government colleges will be given admission for two 
years. In case the library/practical work remains incomplete, the principal will be able 
to extend this time period to a maximum of 4 years on the recommendation of the 
supervisor. Students will apply in the prescribed application form. Regular admission 
will be granted only after depositing the prescribed fee after admission. For research 
students, the recognized professor supervisor posted in the college for PhD direction 



by the concerned university will carry out his/her work only as per the rules laid down 
by the university. If a teacher is working as a research student after taking study leave, 
then the approval will be given by the competent authority. The salary of the teacher 
will be drawn by the salary drawing officer only after receiving the attendance 
certificate and work progression report for three months.  

In case of transfer of the professor supervisor posted in the college, the research 
students can continue their research work in the institution from where their research 
applications were forwarded. After the completion of the research work, the 
management of the research work will be done and forwarded by the principals of the 
colleges. To be read and applicable along with the Research ordinance of the 
concerned university.  

 

 

16. Note : - 

16.1 Fake certificate: If an applicant has got admission due to wrong information, 
deliberately hidden adverse facts, administrative or official carelessness, then the full 
responsibility for cancellation of such admission will be on the applicant. 

16.2 The Principal will have the right to cancel the admission of a student who 
remains absent continuously for one month or more without any proper reason, prior 
permission or information after taking admission. 

16.3 After admission, during the session, the Principal will have the right to cancel the 
admission or expel the student involved in the cases of indiscipline mentioned in 
paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3. 

16.4 In case the student leaves the college during the session after admission or his 
admission is canceled or expelled, no fee other than the reserved fund will be refunded 
to the student. 

16.5 If there is a need for clarification of the guiding principles of admission or 
guidance in any matter related to admission, the Principal will compulsorily give clear 
comments and opinions in the matter and obtain clarification/guidance from the 
Commissioner of Higher Education, Chhattisgarh, Raipur. No matter should not be 
sent only by writing forward. 

16.6 The authority to interpret the provisions mentioned in these guiding principles 
rests with the Commissioner, Higher Education Department. Chhattisgarh   



Government Higher Education Department, Ministry will have the full right to 
change/amend/repeal/add these guiding principles from time to time.

1. Use :- 

1.1 These guiding principles will be applicable in all the government/non-government 
colleges of Chhattisgarh, read with the provisions of Ordinance No. 6 and 7 under 
Chhattisgarh University Act-1973 and all the principals will ensure their compliance. 

1.2 Government and non-government colleges will have to strictly follow the rules of 
admission. “Entry means the first year or first semester of the undergraduate class and the 

first or first semester of the post-graduate class. 

2. Date of admission :- 

2.1 Submission of application form for admission:- 

This year online form will be submitted for admission at the university level. The colleges 
for which forms are submitted will be sent to that college. From the application received 
online, the Principal will grant admission based on rules and guidelines received from the 
Government. 

A. If due to unavoidable reasons the application has to be submitted offline, then the 
application form prescribed by the principal for admission in the college will be 
submitted by the student along with the certificate to the college by the prescribed 
date.  

   B. In case the mark sheet is not provided by the Board/University for admission,   
applications should be submitted without the mark sheet after getting certified by the 
concerned Principal of the previous institution. 

2.2 Setting the last date for admission:- 

In case of late declaration of results, the last date of admission will be valid till 10 days 
from the date of receipt of the examination result in the college or till 15 days from the date 
of declaration of the examination result by the University/Board, whichever is earlier. 
Mentioned in paragraph 5.1 (a), on transfer of employees, their sons and daughters seeking 



admission after the last date of admission should be given admission during the session 
only if the place is vacant, but for this, proof of joining by the employee is required - 
Admission will be granted only if the letter is submitted and the applicant gets admission in 
another college before the last date fixed for admission. 

Special remark – 

In the admission process for session 2022-23 for CBSE/ICSE board and other boards 
who’s result has been not declared, such applicant will upload the photocopy of the mark 

sheet obtained in the first term examination conducted by the concern board after getting it 
signed by the principal of the school. Those applicant of CBSE/ICSE board who are not 
providing counter signed sheets by the concerned school will upload the undertaking with 
their own/parent’s signature. If the undertaking found to be false, the admission of the 

admitted student will automatically cancel. 

Explanation:- 

Applicant "A" had taken admission in a class as per rules in a college at some other place 
(A). After that, his guardian got transferred to place “B”, now he wants to take admission 

in a college of this place (B), he will be given admission only if there is a vacancy. The 
applicant “B” did not take admission in college where his father was posted but as soon as 
his father was transferred,(B) wants to take admission in some college. So now the 
deadline for admission Applicant (B) cannot be given admission after the date has passed. 

2.3 Fixing the last date of admission for the students passed in revaluation:- 

Students who have passed the revaluation of other Faculties other than the Faculty of Law 
will be eligible for admission if they fall in the merit list after the permission of the Vice 
Chancellor of the concerned University, within 15 days of the declaration of the results of 
the revaluation. But even if there is eligibility for admission in the classes of Law Faculty 
on the basis of merit, admission will be given only if there is vacancy in the college. 
Students who have passed revaluation in class 12th will also be eligible for regular 
admission if seats become vacant. 

3. Determination of admission number :- 

3.1 Based on the resources available in the colleges and seating arrangements in the 
classrooms, equipment available in the laboratory/usable materials and availability of staff 
etc., students will be given admission for different classes as per the student number (seats) 
given earlier. If Principal want to increase the number of seats for admission in College, 
then he should send its proposal to the Directorate of Higher Education by 30th April and 



“admission will be done as per the increased seats only after getting permission from the 
Directorate of Higher Education/Higher Education Department." 

 

3.2 According to the criteria set by the Bar Council, only a maximum of 60 students should 
be given admission per section (minimum 2 sections and maximum 5 sections) in the first, 
second and third year classes of Law Graduation on the basis of merit.  

3.3 The subject/subject group of teaching has been determined for each class by the 
affiliated university/autonomous college. Principals will give admission to the applicants in 
each class as per the prescribed admission number in the same prescribed subject group in 
their colleges. 

4. Admission List:- 

4.1 While giving information about the last date fixed for depositing the admission fee, the 
principal will put up on the notice board the list of marks obtained in the qualifying 
examination of the students selected for admission and the total marks obtained by paying 
surcharge where surcharge is payable, along with the percentage marks. 

4.2 Permission to deposit the admission fee will be given only after the copies of the 
necessary attached certificates are certified by the admission committee by matching them 
with the original certificates and the original copy of the transfer certificate is submitted. 
Immediately after granting admission, the transfer certificate should be canceled by 
stamping “Admission granted”. 

4.3 Admission in the college will be valid only after depositing the prescribed fee. After 
admission, the original copy of the transfer certificate should be compulsorily canceled by 
putting a seal of cancellation on it. 

4.4 If there is vacancy in the declared admission list after the last date of submission of fee, 
late fee of Rs 100/- will be charged extra for non-official item for admission in all the 
classes as per rules, however, in such cases, admission will not be allowed after 15 
September. 

4.5 Admission should not be granted on the basis of duplicate transfer certificate. In case of 
loss of transfer certificate, an FIR should be lodged by the student in the nearest police 
station. Admission can be granted only on receipt of the police station report and the 
authorized report from the previous admission institution which mentions the serial number 
and date of the original transfer certificate. For this, an undertaking should be taken from 
the student.  



4.6 Along with issuing the transfer certificate, the Principal of the college will issue a 
confidential report regarding whether the concerned student is involved in 
ragging/indiscipline/sabotage etc. Such confidential report will be sealed in a sealed 
envelope and sent to the Principal of the college where the student has applied for 
admission. 

4.7 The state government, hereby, provides exemption from tuition fees to the graduate 
level girl students studying in government colleges. So the above instruction should be 
followed. 

5 Eligibility for admission:- 

5.1 Resident and Qualifying Examination:- 

(a) Original/permanent resident of Chhattisgarh, holder of permanent property in 
Chhattisgarh, State or Centre, Government employees, semi-government employees and 
employees of private limited companies, employees of nationalized banks and commercial 
organizations run by the Government of India whose posting is in Chhattisgarh. Only their 
sons/daughters and the displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir and their dependents will 
be given admission in government colleges. Even after giving admission as above, if there 
is vacancy in the seats, applicants who have passed the recognized board and qualifying 
examination of other states can be given admission on the basis of merit as per rules.  

(b) From an affiliated university or from schools recognized by the affiliated university, 
only those applicants who pass the qualifying examination will be eligible for admission in 
the college. 

(c) The applicant should be granted admission only after obtaining the eligibility certificate 
from the concerned university as per requirement. 

5.2Graduation level, regular admission:- 

(a) Applicants who have passed 10+2 examination are not eligible for regular admission in 
the first year of graduation. But applicants from Commerce and Arts faculty will not be 
given admission in Science faculty. A student who has passed B.Sc. (Home Science) first 
year from any faculty will be eligible for admission. Students who have passed 12 from 
vocational course only will be eligible for Art faculty. But if the student has studied 
commerce subject then he/she will be eligible for Commerce faculty. Similarly applicants 
who have passed from Agricultural stream will not be given admission in Science stream 
and BSc (Bio/Maths group). 

(b) Applicants who have passed the first and second year examination at the graduation 
level will be eligible for regular admission in the second/third year of the same subjects 



respectively. There will be no eligibility for change of subject at the second graduation 
level. 

5.3 Post Graduate Level Regular Admission:- 

(a) B. Com./B.Sc.(Home Science)/B.A. Applicants who have passed graduation 
examination can get M.Com/M.Sc. respectively. Applicants who have passed B.Sc. (Home 
Science)/M.A. Previous /1st Sem and qualifying subjects are eligible for regular admission 
in M.Sc. /M.A. Previous. Only the student who have studied Geography in the 
undergraduate level will be admitted in first semester /MA Geography. In addition to the 
above, only the provisions /qualification mentioned in the respective ordinance of the 
concerned university will be binding. 

(b) Applicants who have passed postgraduate first year will be eligible for regular 
admission in postgraduate second year of the same subject. Under the semester system, 
applicants who pass the pre-qualifying examination will be eligible for regular admission 
in the next semester. 

(c) ATKT for postgraduate classes. (Allowed To Keep firms) Rules :- 

 1. It is mandatory for applicants who are eligible for provisional admission in the first 
semester of postgraduate to take provisional admission before the last date fixed for 
admission. 

2 ATKT in Post Graduate Third Semester as per the (Allowed To Keep Terms) rules, 
eligible applicants will be eligible for provisional admission in the next semester. 

5.4 Law Faculty Regular Admission :- 

(a) Applicants who have passed the graduation examination will be eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the Bachelor of Law examination will be eligible for 
Regular admission in first year L.L.M.  

(c) L.L.B. First Semester and L.L.M. Applicants who have passed the first semester 
examination are eligible for L.L.B. Second Semester and L.L.M. Will be eligible for 
admission in second semester. Similarly, the same process of admission will be applicable 
in third, fourth and fifth semester also. 

5.5 Minimum marks limit in the qualifying examination for admission:- 

(a) The minimum marks limit for admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws will be 
45% (40% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste). And applicants who have obtained 55% 



marks (50% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste/OBC) in the first half of Post 
Graduation in Law will be eligible for regular admission. 

5.6 The provisions of the concerned institution will be effective on admission/operation in 
the courses approved by AICTE NOTE BAR COUNCIL OF INDIA/MEDICAL 
COUNCIL OF INDIA. 

6. Equivalent Examination- 

6.1 10+2 examinations of Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE), Indian Council 
for Secondary Education (ICSE) and schools/intermediate boards of other states are 
equivalent to 10+2Board of Secondary Education examination. Principals can obtain the 
list of recognized boards from the affiliated universities. 

6.2 All the examinations of Universities located generally in India which are members of 
the Association of Universities are considered equivalent to the examinations of the 
University of Chhattisgarh. The examinations of such universities (except IGNOU) which 
conduct distance courses but do not have permission from the state government are not 
valid. As per the instructions of the University Grants Commission, New Delhi, any 
university or educational institution outside the state of Chhattisgarh is not allowed to open 
study centers/off campuses etc. in the state of Chhattisgarh and give admission/grant 
degrees to the students and degrees/diplomas from such institutions are not recognized as 
statutory, will not be formally valid. 

6.3 The Principal should obtain from the Principal of the affiliated University the list of 
educational institutions of the University recognized by the affiliated University and the 
information about fake or unrecognized universities or educational institutions whose 
degrees are not valid, issued by the University Grants Commission from time to time. 

6.4 Applicants passed under NVEQF (National Vocational Educational Qualification 
Framework) started in 2012 should be given equal priority compared to other general 
subjects for admission to undergraduate level courses in universities and colleges. 

University commission grant semi-official ofLetterNo1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April, 2014 – 

"As you are aware, the National Vocational Educational Qualification Framework 
(NVEQF) has been amended by the Ministry of Human Resource Development in the 
National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) notified by the Department of Economic 
Affairs, Ministry of Finance has incorporated all the important features formulated in 
NSQF. As notified in NSQF, it offers certificates from Level 1 to 10, including Level 5 to 
Level 10 certificates from higher education and certificates from Level 1 to Level 4 relate 
to the field of school education. Pursuant to the NVEQF, which was launched in 2012, 



courses were offered to students by some school boards and under the NVEQF, students 
were awarded equivalent certificates. These students, under NSQAF level 4 will be able to 
complete 10+2 education with certified marks by the year 2014. The Ministry of Human 
Resource Development, Government of India has expressed apprehension that students 
who wish to take admission in any undergraduate course in universities and colleges and 
who had vocational subjects at 12 level will be at a disadvantage. Therefore, I request you 
that when students are trying to get admission in any other undergraduate courses in the 
university and college, then such subjects should be given equal priority compared to other 
general subjects, so that these students shall be provided opportunities for horizontal 
mobility." 

7. Admission of external applicants :- 

7.1 With the implementation of integrated curriculum in Graduate students 
B.A./B.Com./B.Sc./B.H.Sc. in Chhattisgarh, applicants who have passed the first/second 
year examination from any university/autonomous college of Chhattisgarh are eligible for 
admission in the second/third year respectively, but the applicants who have studied in the 
subjects/groups of subjects being taught in the affiliated university/autonomous college. 
Regular admission should be given only after checking whether the candidate has appeared 
in the previous examination. If necessary, eligibility certificate must be obtained from the 
university. 

7.2 Applicants who have passed 1st/2nd graduation level examination from 
universities/autonomous colleges located outside Chhattisgarh, pre-post graduation 
examination from other universities/autonomous colleges or 1st, 2nd, 3rd semester 
examination and 1st/2nd year graduation level examination of law affiliated to them. 
Regular admission should be given in the next class of the same subjects/subject group 
only after submitting the eligibility certificate from the universities. 

Students from outside the state will have to give an affidavit in the prescribed 
format. If any kind of false/incorrect information is found, the admission of the concerned 
student will be canceled and he will be denied admission in any university of the state. It is 
mandatory to get the documents submitted by applicants from other states certified by the 
concerned Board/University. 

7.3 Self-study applicants in science and other practical subjects and former students of the 
college may be allowed by the Principal to do only practical work by charging the 
prescribed fee till 30th November, if there is a vacancy. 

8. It will be mandatory for the students who are eligible for temporary admission to 
take temporary admission before the last date fixed for admission: - 



8.1 Regular applicants who have appeared in supplementary examination (compartment) in 
10+2 and first/second year examination of graduation will be eligible for provisional 
admission in case of vacancy in the next class.  

8.2 In the Post Graduate semester, supplementary/ATKT applicants shall be eligible for 
provisional admission. 

8.3 Applicants who have not completed the prescribed aggregate of 48 percent in the first 
and second year of law graduation or have obtained Supplementary will be eligible for 
provisional admission in the next class. 

8.4 Applicants of Section 1 and 2 of Para 7 above will not be eligible for temporary 
admission.  

8.5 If they fail in the supplementary examination, the temporary admission of the students 
who have received temporary admission will be cancelled. If passed, temporary admission 
will be recognized as regular admission. 

9. Qualifications for Admission:- 

9.1 In case of getting admission in any faculty of any college/university teaching 
department, students will not be eligible for regular admission again in the same class of 
the same faculty in the next year. If any student has not taken regular admission in the class 
applied for in the previous session, then such applicant will not be considered ineligible for 
regular admission, he will only have to produce the original transfer certificate and an 
affidavit certifying that he has not taken admission earlier. Admission will be given on that 
basis only as per rules. 

9.2 Students against whom challan has been presented in the court or criminal cases are 
pending in the court with students/officers/employees in examination or in pre-session, the 
Principal is authorized to deny admission to students who have serious allegations of 
misbehavior/ assault and who have not shown improvement even after warning. 

9.3 The Principal is authorized to cancel/deny admission to students accused of vandalizing 
the college and destroying college property. The Principal should constitute a committee 
for this and get the investigation done and the admission should be canceled on the basis of 
an investigation report. Such students should not be given admission in any government 
/non- government college of Chhattisgarh state 

9.4 Age limit for admission- 

The age limit in all the classes and courses has been abolished by the government , higher 
education department letter no.17-95/2017/38-2 dated 15.08.2021  



9.5 A full-time government/non-government employee will not be eligible for regular 
admission in the college during his/her daily working hours. If the applicant applies for 
admission in a college after the daily duty period, admission will be given only after the 
applicant presents no-objection certificates from the employer. 

9.6 Students who have completed graduation degree in any faculty will not be eligible for 
regular admission in the courses of any other faculty. 

10.Determination of order for admission:- 

10.1 If there are more applicants than the available places, admission will be done in the 
following order.  

(a) Marks and percentage of qualifying examination for admission to undergraduate 
and postgraduate classes. If payable, then on the basis of total percentage marks 
obtained by adding surcharge and 

(b) There should be a provision for entrance examination in the affiliated university 
in the first year of law graduation as per the criteria set by the University. 

10.2 Separate merit lists will be prepared for unreserved and reserved categories. 

11. Priority for admission :- 

11.1 Basis of preference in first year Undergraduate/Postgraduate/Law classes, qualifying 
examination Passed regular/ex-regular candidates/self-study candidates will be placed 
according to the number of passed students.  

11.2 The basis of priority in the next graduation/post graduation classes will be in the order 
of regular/self-study students of the previous session passed in the qualifying 
examination/ex-regular passed/supplement received in one subject.  

11.3 Admission in the law stream for the next classes shall be first for the students who 
have passed the examination but students obtaining 48 aggregate shall be given preference, 
otherwise the order would be the same.   

11.4 If there is no facility for study, they will be given admission on order basis. If seats 
remain vacant and they come in sequence, students from the entire state will be eligible for 
admission in the entire state. 

11.5 But the above provision will not be applicable for autonomous colleges, a student who 
has passed the postgraduate examination of one subject can be given admission in the 
postgraduate class of another subject only if there is a vacancy in the college. 



12. Reservation will be as per the reservation policy of Chhattisgarh Government as 
given below:- 

12.1Reservation of seats in admission in each academic session and its extension in any 
educational institution will be in the following manner, namely: 

(a) Thirty-two percent of the annual permitted strength in each branch of study or 
faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Tribes. 

(b) Twelve percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of study 
or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Castes. 

(c) Fourteen percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of study 
or faculty will be reserved for Other Backward Classes.Provided that, where the 
seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes remain vacant on the closing date(s) due to non-
availability of eligible students, the same shall be filled from among the eligible 
students from the Scheduled Castes and vice versa.   

Provided further that notwithstanding the provisions specified in the foregoing 
proviso, if the seats reserved under clause(a), (b) and (c) remain vacant on the 
closing dates, they will be filled from other eligible students. 

12.2   

(1) Reservation of seats available under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A. 12.1 will 
be determined vertically. 

(2) The percentage of horizontal reservation in respect of persons with disabilities, 
women, ex-servicemen/ex-servicemen, children of freedom fighters or other special 
categories of persons shall be such as may be prescribed by the State Government 
from time to time for the purposes of this Act be notified and this point is mentioned 
in clause (a) of 12.1. (b) and (c), as the case may be, shall be within the vertical 
reservation. 

 

12.3 3 percent seats will be reserved for the sons and daughters of freedom fighters. 5 
percent seats will be reserved for disabled category applicants. 

12.4 Out of the available seats in all classes, 30 percent will be reserved for girl students. 

12.5 If a candidate of reserved category is kept in the merit list as per rules in unreserved 
category open competition due to getting more marks, then the seats of reserved category 
will remain unaffected, but if such student belongs to any cadre like freedom fighter etc. If 



the seat in the cadre is also in that category, then this seat will be considered filled in that 
reserved category, the seats of the remaining cadre will be considered filled. 

12.6 If the percentage of reserved space is less than 1/2 then the reserved space will not be 
available. If it falls between 1/2 per cent and 1 per cent then the number of reserved space 
will be one. 

12.7 Jammu and Kashmir displaced people and their dependents should be given admission 
by increasing the seats by 5 percent and 10 percent relaxation will be given in the 
minimum marks. 

12.8 Reservation rules issued by the government from time to time should be followed. 

12.9 The provisions of reservation shown in paragraph 12.1 will be subject to the decision 
of the Honorable High Court Bilaspur. 

12:10 This instruction has been given in paragraph 129 (3) of the decision dated 
15.04.2014 passed by the Honorable Supreme Court in this regard to the transgender 
people in the case number: WP (C) 400/2012 National Legal Services Authority vs. 
Government of India and others. Provided that "We direct the Center and the State 
Government to take Steps to treat them as socially and educationally backward classes of 
citizens and extend all kinds of reservation in cases of admission in educational institutions 
and for public appointments," should be strictly followed.  

13 Weightage:- 

Weightage will be given only for determining the ranking, it will not be used for attaining 
eligibility. Weightage will be given only on the percentage of marks obtained in the 
qualifying examination. It is mandatory to attach all the certificates for weightage with the 
admission application form. The certificates brought/submitted later after the application 
form will not be considered for weightage, if more than one weightage is received, only the 
highest weightage will be given. 

13.1 NCC/NSS/Scouts 

The word Scouts should be read in the meaning of Scouts/Guides/Rangers/Rovers.  

(a) NSS/NCC. "A" Certificate 02 percent 
(b) Scouts who have passed NSS/NCC “B” Certificate and 

Second Step. 
03 percent 

(c) Scouts passing “C” Certificate or Third Step. 04 percent 
(d) Students representing the group in the state 04 percent 
(e) NCC under level directorate. Competition 05percent 
(f) NCC/NSS of Chhattisgarh in the Republic Day Parade in 05percent

(g) Governor Scouts 10percent 
(h) President Scouts 10percent

In the field 
competition organized by the Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs, Government of India or in 
the field competition organized by the Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs, Government of 
India.

13.4 To the members of the selected and visiting group in the field of 
artScience/Cultural/Literary/under Youth or Science and Cultural Exchange Program 
between India and other nations    10 percent 

13.5 Chhattisgarh Government M.P. In national competitions organized by recognized 
sports associations: - 

(a) To the members representing the team of Chhattisgarh/M.P. 10 percent 

(b) To the members who obtained first, second and third place in  Chhattisgarh's team 
  12 percent 

13.6 To the displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir and their dependents01 percent 

13.7 Special Incentive:- 

To promote NCC/sports in the interest of Chhattisgarh state and college, the best cadets of 
NCC at national level will participate in Olympiad/Asiad/sports competitions organized by 
Sports Authority of India at national and international level. Child students should be given 
direct admission in the classes for which they are eligible in the upcoming academic 
session without any ranking. 

(1) Such certificates will be sent to Questionnaire, Sports and Youth Welfare, 
Government of Chhattisgarh. 

(2) This facility will be available only to those candidates who have submitted their 
representation to the college within the prescribed time period. But to receive this 
type of facility second time, they will need to retrieve the achievement.  

13.8 For admission in the first year, certificates of up to the last four academic sessions at 
school level will be considered for weightage. For admission in the first year of 
postgraduate or law, certificates of up to the last three academic sessions will be considered 
for weightage. Certificates of previous session will be valid for weightage for admission in 
second, third year of graduation and second year of post-graduation. 

14 Faculty / Subject / Group Change :- 

In the first year of graduation/post graduation, the rank of order for the students who take 
admission by changing the faculty/subject/group of the qualifying examination will be 
determined by deducting 5 percent from their marks, weightage will be given on the 
reduced marks. After taking admission once in the first year of graduation/post graduation 
in the college, change of faculty/subject/group during the current session is permitted by 
the college campus till 30th September or in case of delay in main examination result, from 
the last date of admission mentioned in clause 2.2. It will be given for 15 days only. This 



permission will be given only to those students whose marks are equal to or more than the 
students who got admission in the original merit list of the concerned subject/faculty. 

15. Research student:- 

Research students of PhD in government colleges will be given admission for two years. In 
case the library/practical work remains incomplete, the principal will be able to extend this 
time period to a maximum of 4 years on the recommendation of the supervisor. Students 
will apply in the prescribed application form. Regular admission will be granted only after 
depositing the prescribed fee after admission. For research students, the recognized 
professor supervisor posted in the college for PhD direction by the concerned university 
will carry out his/her work only as per the rules laid down by the university. If a teacher is 
working as a research student after taking study leave, then the approval will be given by 
the competent authority. The salary of the teacher will be drawn by the salary drawing 
officer only after receiving the attendance certificate and work progression report for three 
months.  

In case of transfer of the professor supervisor posted in the college, the research 
students can continue their research work in the institution from where their research 
applications were forwarded. After the completion of the research work, the management 
of the research work will be done and forwarded by the principals of the colleges. To be 
read and applicable along with the Research ordinance of the concerned university.  

 

 

16. Note : - 

16.1 Fake certificate: If an applicant has got admission due to wrong information, 
deliberately hidden adverse facts, administrative or official carelessness, then the full 
responsibility for cancellation of such admission will be on the applicant. 

16.2 The Principal will have the right to cancel the admission of a student who remains 
absent continuously for one month or more without any proper reason, prior permission or 
information after taking admission. 

16.3 After admission, during the session, the Principal will have the right to cancel the 
admission or expel the student involved in the cases of indiscipline mentioned in 
paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3. 



16.4 In case the student leaves the college during the session after admission or his 
admission is canceled or expelled, no fee other than the reserved fund will be refunded to 
the student. 

16.5 If there is a need for clarification of the guiding principles of admission or guidance in 
any matter related to admission, the Principal will compulsorily give clear comments and 
opinions in the matter and obtain clarification/guidance from the Commissioner of Higher 
Education, Chhattisgarh, Raipur. No matter should not be sent only by writing forward. 

16.6 The authority to interpret the provisions mentioned in these guiding principles rests 
with the Commissioner, Higher Education Department. Chhattisgarh   Government Higher 
Education Department, Ministry will have the full right to change/amend/repeal/add these 
guiding principles from time to time. 
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Guiding Principles for Admission in Undergraduate and 
Postgraduate Classes Session 2023-24 

Usage - 

1.1 These guiding principles will be applicable in all the government/non-
government colleges of Chhattisgarh, read with the provisions of Ordinance No. 6 
and 7 under the Chhattisgarh University Act 1973 and the concerned Principal will 
ensure their compliance. 

Government and non-government colleges will have to strictly follow the rules of 
admission. Admission means the first year of graduation class or first semester or 
first semester of post graduation class. 

Date of admission 

Application submission of admission- 

This year, online work will be done for admission at the university level. All the 
forms submitted for the colleges will be sent to that college. Entry will be provided 
on the basis of the rules of admission guidelines received from the Principal, 
Government, out of the applications received online,  

(a) If due to unavoidable reasons the application has to be submitted 'offline, then 
the application prescribed by the Principal for admission in the college will be 
submitted by the applicant to the college along with all the admit cards by the 
scheduled date. 

(4) In case the Board/University is not providing mark sheet for admission, the 
letter papers can be submitted without mark sheet after getting certified by the 
concerned Principal of the previous institution. 

2.2 Setting the last date for admission:- 

Except in case of transfer, the Principal will be able to grant admission from 16th 
June to 31st July on his own and with the permission of the Vice Chancellor 1 14th 
August. (Date of admission in the graduation year is from 16th June and for other 
classes from 10th June to 15th July. Within 10 days of declaration of examination 
results) As per the instructions given by the government from time to time by the 



state the process will be done. In case of delayed declaration of examination 
results, the admission work will be completed within 10 days after the declaration 
of examination results. On transfer of the employees mentioned in paragraph 51 
(a), their sons and daughters seeking admission after the last date of admission 
should be given admission during the night only if the place is vacant, but for this 
the employee will have to submit the joining form and Admission will be granted 
only if the applicant gets admission in another college before the last date fixed for 
admission 

Explanation: 

Applicant A had taken admission in a class in a college at some other place (5) at 
the time of his death. After that his guardian got transferred to some college of this 
place (B), now this state wants to take him. He will be given admission only if 
there is vacant space. Applicant "B" did not take admission in any college in place 
(A) where his parents were working, but wants to take admission in any college in 
place (4) as soon as his parents are transferred to place (B), hence. Now applicant 
(8) cannot be given admission after the last date fixed for admission has passed 

 

2.2 Fixing the last date of admission for the students who have passed the 
revaluation/recalculation Students who have passed the revaluation and 
recalculation of the students of schools other than the Faculty of Law. Within 15 
days of the declaration of the results of revaluation/recalculation, the state will be 
eligible after the calculation is done after the permission of the Vice Chancellor of 
the concerned university. But even if there is eligibility in the state on the basis of 
merit in the classes of Law Faculty. Admission will be given only if there is a 
vacancy in the college. Students who have passed re-recalculation in class 12th 
will also be eligible for regular admission if seats remain vacant. 

 

3 Determination of admission number 

3.1 Students will be given admission for various classes only within the sanctioned 
student number (seats) based on the seating arrangement available in the 
classrooms and classrooms in the colleges. the equipment/usable materials 



available in the laboratory and the capacity of the staff etc. If students want to 
increase the number of seats for admission in private colleges, then they should 
send their proposal to the Directorate of Higher Education by 30th April and move 
to the state according to the increased seats only after getting permission from the 
Directorate of Higher Education/Higher Education Department. 

3.2 According to the guidelines set by the Bar Council of II Law Bachelor 1st, 2nd 
3rd Year and 5 year Course for BALLB, only a maximum of 60 students should be 
given admission per section (minimum 2 sections and maximum 5 sections) on the 
basis of state merit. 

3.3 The teaching subject/subject group has been decided for each class by the 
affiliated university/autonomous college. Principals will give admission to the 
applicants of each class in their colleges as per the prescribed admission number in 
the same prescribed subject/subject 

Admission List - 

4.1 The Principal has informed about the last date fixed for depositing the 
admission fee and the marks obtained in the qualifying examination  of the 
students selected for  admission where weightage  is applicable. After giving 
weightage  the ranking list of total marks obtained along with percentage marks 
will be put on the notice board. 

4.2 Permission to deposit the state fee will be given only after the copies of 
necessary attached certificates are certified by the State Committee by comparing 
them with the original certificates and the original copy of the transfer certificate is 
submitted. Immediately after giving the state, admission was given on the transfer 
certificate that it should be canceled by stamping it. 

4.3 Admission in the college will be valid only after depositing the prescribed fee. 
After the state, the original copy of the transfer certificate should be compulsorily 
canceled by putting the seal of cancellation. 

4.4 In case of vacancy after the last date of fee submission in the declared state list 
late fee of Rs 100/-will be charged additionally for admission in all the  classes as 
per rules, however in such cases the state did not give permission after 14th 
August.  



4.5 Admission should not be granted on the basis of duplicate transfer certificate. 
In case of loss of transfer certificate, an FIR should be lodged by the student in the 
nearest police station. Police station report and authorized report from the pre-
admission institution in which the serial number and date of the original transfer 
certificate is mentioned. Admission can be given only subject to receipt. For this, 
an undertaking should be taken from the student. 

4.6 Along with issuing the transfer certificate, the Principal of the college will 
issue a confidential report regarding the student whether the concerned student has 
indulged in ragging/indiscipline/vandalism etc. Such confidential report will be 
sent in a sealed envelope to the Principal of the college where the student has 
applied for the state. 

4.7 The state government has provided exemption from tuition fees to 
graduate/postgraduate level girl students studying in government colleges. 
Therefore, the above instructions should be followed. 

5. Eligibility for admission 

5.1 Resident and Qualifying Examination 

(a) Original/permanent residents of Chhattisgarh, permanent property holders in 
Chhattisgarh/state, government employees of Central Government, economic 
employees and employees of private limited companies, employees of nationalized 
banks and business organizations run by the Government of India whose posting is 
in Chhattisgarh. Only sons/daughters and displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir 
and their dependents will be given admission in government colleges. Even after 
giving admission as above, if there is vacancy in the seats, applicants who have 
passed the recognized board and qualifying examination of other states can be 
given admission on the basis of merit as per rules. 

(b) Only those applicants who have passed the qualifying examination from the 
affiliated university or from the university/board recognized by the affiliated 
university will be eligible for admission in the college. 

(c) Only after obtaining eligibility certificate from the concerned university as per 
requirement. The applicant should be granted admission. 



5.2 Graduate level regular admission 

(a) Applicants who have passed 10+2 examination will be eligible for regular 
admission in the first year of graduation. But applicants from Commerce and Arts 
faculty will not be given admission in Science faculty. Any girl student who has 
passed B.Sc. (Home Science) first year from any school will be eligible for 
admission. Students who have passed 12th from professional course will only be 
eligible for admission in Arts Faculty. But if the candidate has studied the subjects 
of Commerce Faculty then he will be eligible for admission in Commerce Faculty. 
Similarly, applicants who have passed 10+2 examination from Agriculture stream 
are eligible for B.Sc. or B.Sc. (Bio/Mathematics Group) State will not be given in 
the first year. Such confidential report will be sent in a sealed envelope to the 
Principal of the college where the student has applied for the state. 

(b) The state government has provided exemption from tuition fees to 
graduate/postgraduate level girl students studying in government colleges. 
Therefore, the above instructions should be followed. 

5.3 Post Graduate Level Regular Admission:- 

(a) B. Com./B.Sc.(Home Science)/B.A. Applicants who have passed graduation 
examination can get M.Com/M.Sc. respectively. Applicants who have passed B.Sc. 
(Home Science)/M.A. Pre/1st Sem and qualifying subjects are eligible for 
M.S.C/M.A. The former will be eligible for regular admission. Only those students 
who have studied will be eligible for regular admission for 1st sem/ pre geography. 
A part from the above only the provision/ qualification mentioned in the relevant 
ordinance concerned university will be binding in the case of faculty regarding the 
qualification. 

(b) Applicants who have passed postgraduate first year/first semester will be 
eligible for regular admission in postgraduate second year of the same subject. 
Under the semester system, applicants who pass the pre-qualifying examination 
will be eligible for regular admission in the next semester. 

(c) ATKT for postgraduate classes. (Allowed To Keep firms) Rules :- 



 1. Applicants who are eligible for provisional admission in the first semester of 
post-graduate. It is mandatory to take provisional admission before the last date 
fixed for admission. 

2 ATKT in Post Graduate Third Semester As per the (Allowed To Keep Terms) 
rules, eligible applicants will be eligible for provisional admission in the next 
semester. 

5.4 Law Faculty Regular Admission :- 

(a) Applicants who have passed the graduation examination will be eligible for 
regular admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws. 

(b) Applicants who have passed the Bachelor of Law examination will be eligible 
for L.L.M. Regular admission in first year will be eligible. 

(c) L.L.B. First Semester and L.L.M. Applicants who have passed the first 
semester examination are eligible for L.L.B. Second Semester and L.L.M. Will be 
eligible for admission in second semester. Similarly, the same process of admission 
will be applicable in third, fourth and fifth semester also.  

5.5 Minimum marks limit in the qualifying examination for admission:- 

(a) The minimum marks limit for admission in the first year of Bachelor of Laws 
will be 45% (40% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled Caste, 42 % for OBC). And 
applicants who have obtained 55% marks (50% for Scheduled Tribe/Scheduled 
Caste/OBC) in the first half of Post Graduation in Law. 

5.6 The provisions of the concerned institution will be effective on 
admission/operation in courses approved by AICTE/NCTE/BAR COUNCIL OF 
INDIA/MEDICAL COUNCIL OF INDIA 

6.Equivalent Examination :- 

6.1 10+2 examinations of Central Board of Secondary Education (C.B.S.E.), 
Indian Council for Secondary Education (ICSE) and schools/intermediate boards 
of other states are considered equivalent to 1042 examinations of the Board of 
Secondary Education. Principals can get the list of recognized boards from the 
affiliated universities. 



6.2 Generally, all the examinations of the universities located in India which are 
members of Indian Universities (Association of Universities) are valid equivalent 
to the examinations of the University of Chhattisgarh, Universities (except 
IGNOU) which offer distance courses. But the examinations which have not 
received permission from the state government are not valid. As per the 
instructions of the University Grants Commission, New Delhi, any university or 
educational institution outside the state of Chhattisgarh is not allowed to open 
study centers/off camps etc. in the state of Chhattisgarh and give admission/degree 
to the students and the degree/diploma in such institutions is not legal and will not 
be formally valid. 

6.3. Get the list of educational institutions of the university recognized by the 
affiliated university and the information issued from time to time by the University 
Grants Commission about the indebted or unrecognized universities or educational 
institutions whose degrees are not valid, from the principal of the affiliated 
university. 

6.4 Applicants passed under NVEQF (National Vocational Educational 
Qualification Framework) started in 2012 should be given equal priority compared 
to other general subjects for admission to undergraduate level courses in 
universities and colleges. 

According to the University Grants Commission's semi-government letter number 
1-52/2013 (CC/NSQF) April, 2014- 

"As you are aware, the National Vocational Educational Qualification Framework 
(NVEQF) has been amended by the Ministry of Human Resource Development in 
the National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) notified by the Department of 
Economic Affairs, Ministry of Finance.  It has incorporated all the important 
features formulated in NSQF. As notified in NSQF, it offers certificates from 
Level 1 to 10, including Level 5 to Level 10 certificates from higher education and 
Certificates from Level 1 to Level 4 relate to the field of school education. 
Pursuant to the NVEQF, which was launched in 2012, courses were offered to 
students by some school boards and under the NVEQF, students were awarded 
certificates. These students will be able to complete 10+2 education with certified 
marks by the year 2014. The Ministry of Human Resource Development, 



Government of India has expressed apprehension that students who wish to take 
admission in any undergraduate course in universities and colleges and who had 
vocational subjects at 12 level will be at a disadvantage. Therefore, I request you 
that when students are trying to get admission in any other undergraduate courses 
in the university and college, then such subjects should be given equal priority 
compared to other general subjects, so that those students to provide opportunities 
for horizontal mobility." 

7. Admission of external applicants:- 

7.1 Graduate students B.A./B.Com./B.Sc./B.H.S.-C. With the implementation of 
integrated curriculum in Chhattisgarh, applicants who have passed the first/second 
year examination from any university/autonomous college of Chhattisgarh are 
eligible for admission in the second/third year respectively, but the applicants who 
have studied in the subjects/groups of subjects being taught in the affiliated 
university/autonomous college. Regular admission should be given only after 
checking whether the candidate has appeared in the previous examination. If 
necessary, eligibility certificate must be obtained from the university. 

7.2 Applicants who have passed 1st/2nd graduation level examination from 
universities/autonomous colleges located outside Chhattisgarh, pre-post graduation 
examination from other universities/autonomous colleges or 1st, 2nd, 3rd semester 
examination and 1st/2nd year graduation level examination of law affiliated to 
them. Regular admission should be given in the next class of the same 
subjects/subject group only after submitting the eligibility certificate from the 
universities. 

Students from outside the state will have to give an affidavit in the 
prescribed format. If any kind of false/incorrect information is found, the 
admission of the concerned student will be canceled and he will be denied 
admission in any university of the state. It is mandatory to get the documents 
submitted by applicants from other states certified by the concerned 
Board/University. It is mandatory to get the documents submitted by the applicants 
certified by the concerned board/ university. 

 



7.3 Private applicants in Science and other practical subjects, in case of vacancy 
and Former students of the college can be given permission by the Principal to do 
only practical work by paying the prescribed fee till 30th November. 

8. It will be mandatory for the students who are eligible for temporary admission to 
take temporary admission before the last date fixed for admission. 

8.1 Regular applicants who have passed the supplementary examination 
(compartment) in the first or second year examination at the post graduate level 
will be eligible for provisional admission in the event of vacancy in the next class. 

8.2 Supplementary/ATKT candidates in 1st/2nd/3rd Post Graduate Semester will 
be eligible for provisional admission in the next class. 

8.3 Bachelor of Laws Miscellaneous Courses LI B. Applicants who do not 
complete the prescribed aggregate of 80 percent in the first and second year of 
B.Sc. or get supplementary marks will be eligible for provisional admission in the 
next class. 

8.4 Applicants of Section 1 and 2 of  the above paragraph7 will not be eligible for 
temporary admission. 

8.5 If students fail in the supplementary examination, their temporary admission 
will automatically be cancelled. On passing, temporary admission will be 
recognized as regular admission. 

9 Qualifications for Admission:- 

9.1 In case of getting admission in any faculty of any college/university teaching 
department, students will not be eligible for regular admission again in the same 
class of the same faculty in the next year. If any student has not taken regular 
admission in the class applied for in the previous session, then such applicant will 
not be considered ineligible for regular admission, he will only have to produce the 
original transfer certificate and an affidavit certifying that he has not taken 
admission earlier. Admission will be given on that basis only as per rules. 

9.2 Students against whom challan has been presented in the court or criminal 
cases are pending in the court with students/officers/employees in examination or 
in pre-session, the Principal is authorized to deny admission to students who have 



serious allegations of misbehavior/ assault and who have not shown improvement 
even after warning. 

9.3 The Principal is authorized to cancel/deny admission to students accused of 
vandalizing the college and destroying college property. The Principal should 
constitute a committee for this and get the investigation done and the admission 
should be canceled on the basis of an investigation report. Such students should not 
be given admission in any government /non- government college of Chhattisgarh 
state 

9.4 Age limit for admission- 

(a) By the Government Higher Education Department's letter number ERU 17-
95/2017/38-2 dated 15.08.2021, age limit for all classes and courses has been 
abolished. 

9.5 Full-time government/non-government serving employees will not be eligible 
for regular admission in the college which is taken during their daily working 
hours. If the applicant applies for admission in a college after the daily duty period, 
he will be given admission only after the applicant presents the no objection 
certificate from the employer. 

9.6 Students having graduate degree in any faculty will not be eligible for regular 
admission in graduate courses in any other faculty. 

10.1 If there are more applicants than the available places, admission will be done 
in the following order. 

 (a) Marks and percentage of qualifying examination for admission to 
undergraduate and postgraduate classes on the basis of total percentage marks 
obtained by adding weightage and 

(b) There should be a provision for entrance examination in the affiliated 
university in the first year of law graduation. 

10.2 Separate merit lists will be prepared for unreserved and reserved categories. 

11. Priority for admission- 



11.1 Merit list will be prepared on the basis of marks obtained in the Ego test on 
the basis of priority in undergraduate/post-graduate/law classes. 

11.2 The basis of priority in the next graduate/post graduate classes will be in the 
order of regular / ex- regular students passed in the admission examination/ex-
regular/previous session who have obtained supplementary in one subject.  

11.3 Admission in the law stream for the next classes shall be first for the students 
who have passed the examination but students obtaining 48 aggregate shall be 
given preference, otherwise the order would be the same.   

11.4 If there is no facility for study, they will be given admission on order basis. If 
seats remain vacant and they come in sequence, students from the entire state will 
be eligible for admission in the entire state. 

11.5 But the above provision will not be applicable for autonomous colleges, a 
student who has passed the postgraduate examination of one subject can be given 
admission in the postgraduate class of another subject only if there is a vacancy in 
the college. 

12 Reservation will be as per the reservation policy of Chhattisgarh Government as 
follows:- 

12.1 Reservation of seats in admission in each academic session and its extension 
in any educational institution will be in the following manner, namely: 

(a) Thirty-two percent of the annual permitted strength in each branch of study or 
faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Tribes. 

(b) Twelve percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Scheduled Castes. 

(c) Fourteen percent of the annual permitted strength of seats in each branch of 
study or faculty will be reserved for Other Backward Classes. Provided that, where 
the seats reserved for Scheduled Tribes remain vacant on the closing date(s) due to 
non-availability of eligible students, the same shall be filled from among the 
eligible students from the Scheduled Castes and vice versa. 



Provided further that notwithstanding the provisions specified in the foregoing 
proviso, where clause (a). If the seats reserved under (b) and (c) remain vacant on 
the closing dates, they will be filled from other eligible students. 

12.2 (1) Under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A 12.1, as per sit availability 
vertical reservation will be followed, and 

(2) The percentage of horizontal reservation in respect of persons with disabilities, 
women ex servicemen children of land-based freedom fighters or other special 
categories of persons shall be such as may be notified by the State Government 
from time to time for the purposes of this Act. And it will be within the vertical 
reservation, as the case may be, under clauses (a), (b) and (c) of point A 12.1. 

 

12.3 3% seats will be reserved for sons, daughters, grandsons and granddaughters 
of freedom fighters. 5 percent seats will be reserved for disabled category 
applicants. 

12.4 Out of the available seats in all classes, 30 percent seats will be reserved for 
girl students. 

12.5 Due to securing more marks, a candidate of reserved category is kept in the 
merits list as per the rules in the unreserved category open competition. So the 
rules of reserved category will remain unaffected, but if such a student also 
belongs to any cadre like freedom fighter etc. then this seat of that cadre will be 
filled in that reserved category and the seats of the remaining cadre will be filled. 

12.6 If the percentage of reserved space is less than 1/2 then the reserved space 
will not be available, if it falls between 1/2 per cent and 1 per cent then the number 
of reserved space will be one. 

12.7 Jammu and Kashmir displaced people and their dependents should be given 
admission by increasing the eligibility criteria by 5 percent and 10 percent 
relaxation in minimum marks will be provided 

12.8 Reservation rules issued by the government from time to time should be 
followed. 



12.9 The provisions of reservation shown in paragraph 12.1 will be subject to the 
decision of the Honorable High Court Bilaspur. 

12.10 Persons of the third gender, in this regard, the Honorable Supreme Court has 
given the case number W.P. (C) In the decision dated 15.04.2014 passed in 
400/2012 National Legal Services Authority against Government of India and 
others, it has been directed that "We direct the Center and the State Government to 
take Steps to treat them as socially and educationally backward classes of citizens 
and extend all kinds of reservation in cases of admission in educational institutions 
and for public appointments." should be strictly followed. 

Note- Under Secretary, Chhattisgarh, Government, General Administration 
Department's letter no. F 13-1/2023/AP/1-3 Naya Raipur According to the 
reservation related provisions dated 03.05 2023, SLP of the Honorable Supreme 
Court, New Delhi. (c) Co. Will be subject to the final order of 19668/2022. 

13 Weightage :- 

Weightage will be given only for determining the ranking, it will not be used for 
attaining eligibility. Weightagewill be given only on the percentage of marks 
obtained in the qualifying examination. It is mandatory to attach all the certificates 
for weightage with the admission application form. The certificates 
brought/submitted later after the application form will not be considered for 
weightage, if more than one weightageis received, only the highest weightage will 
be given.

(a) To those who get first, second, third place in individual competition15 percent 

(b) To the members of the team securing first, second or third place 12 percent 

(c) to the contestant representing the area     10 percent 

13.4 To the members of the selected and visiting group in the field of 
artScience/Cultural/Literary/under Youth or Science and Cultural Exchange 
Program between India and other nations    10 percent 

13.5 Chhattisgarh Government M.P. In national competitions organized by 
recognized sports associations: - 

(a) To the members representing the team of Chhattisgarh/M.P. 10 percent 

(b) To the members who obtained first, second and third place in  Chhattisgarh's 
team   12 percent 

13.6 To the displaced people of Jammu and Kashmir and their dependents01 
percent 

13.7 Special Incentive:- 

To promote NCC/sports in the interest of Chhattisgarh state and college, the best 
cadets of NCC at national level will participate in Olympiad/Asiad/sports 
competitions organized by Sports Authority of India at national and international 
level. Child students should be given direct admission in the classes for which they 
are eligible in the upcoming academic session without any ranking. 

(1) Such certificates will be sent to Questionnaire, Sports and Youth 
Welfare, Government of Chhattisgarh. 

(2) This facility will be available only to those candidates who have 
submitted their representation to the college within the prescribed time 
period. But to receive this type of facility second time, they will need to 
retrieve the achievement.  

13.8 For admission in the first year, certificates of up to the last four academic 
sessions at school level will be considered for weightage. For admission in the first 
year of postgraduate or law, certificates of up to the last three academic sessions 



will be considered for weightage. Certificates of previous session will be valid for 
weightage for admission in second, third year of graduation and second year of 
post-graduation. 

14Faculty / Subject / Group Change :- 

In the first year of graduation/postgraduation, the rank of order for the students 
who take admission by changing the faculty/subject/group of the qualifying 
examination will be determined by deducting 5 percent from their marks, 
weightage will be given on the reduced marks. After taking admission once in the 
first year of graduation/postgraduation in the college, change of 
faculty/subject/group during the current session is permitted by the college campus 
till 30th September or in case of delay in main examination result, from the last 
date of admission mentioned in clause 2.2. It will be given for 15 days only. This 
permission will be given only to those students whose marks are equal to or more 
than the students who got admission in the original merit list of the concerned 
subject/faculty. 

15. Research student:- 

Research students of PhD in government colleges will be given admission for two 
years. In case the library/practical work remains incomplete, the principal will be 
able to extend this time period to a maximum of 4 years on the recommendation of 
the supervisor. Students will apply in the prescribed application form.Regular 
admission will be granted only after depositing the prescribed fee after admission. 
For research students, the recognized professor supervisor posted in the college for 
PhD direction by the concerned university will carry out his/her work only as per 
the rules laid down by the university. If a teacher is working as a research student 
after taking study leave, then the approval will be given by the competent 
authority.The salary of the teacher will be drawn by the salary drawing officer only 
after receiving the attendance certificate and work progression report for three 
months.  

In case of transfer of the professor supervisor posted in the college, the 
research students can continue their research work in the institution from where 
their research applications was forwarded. After the completion of the research 
work, the management of the research work will be done and forwarded by the 



principals of the colleges. The research ordinance of the concerned  university shall 
be read and applicable with it. 

16. Note : - 

16.1 Fake certificate: If an applicant has got admission due to wrong information, 
deliberately hidden adverse facts, administrative or official carelessness, then the 
full responsibility for cancellation of such admission will be on the applicant. 

16.2 The Principal will have the right to cancel the admission of a student who 
remains absent continuously for one month or more without any proper reason, 
prior permission or information after taking admission. 

16.3 After admission, during the session, the Principal will have the right to cancel 
the admission or expel the student involved in the cases of indiscipline mentioned 
in paragraphs 9.2 and 9.3. 

16.4 In case the student leaves the college during the session after admission or his 
admission is canceled or expelled, no fee other than the reserved fund will be 
refunded to the student. 

16.5 If there is a need for clarification of the guiding principles of admission or 
guidance in any matter related to admission, the Principal will compulsorily give 
clear comments and opinions in the matter and obtain clarification/guidance from 
the Commissioner of Higher Education, Chhattisgarh, Raipur. No matter should 
not be sent only by writing forward. 

16.6 The authority to interpret the provisions mentioned in these guiding principles 
rests with the Commissioner, Higher Education Department. Chhattisgarh 
Government. Higher Education Department, Ministry will have the full right to 
change/amend/repeal/add these guiding principles from time to time.
