Students should be made aware of the e-learning method and the 

government's e-learning portal should be used for teaching. 

 



10. Study and teaching should be done with the help of online mediums like Google Classroom, 

Google Hangout, Webex Meeting, YouTube Streaming, Swayam Platform and Swayam Prabha. 

 

11. Maximum 40 percent of the courses should be completed through online mode and maximum 60
